A t t o r n e p General John 

Hill's opinion yesterday has 
placed under t h e considera­
tion of the General Provisions 
Committee, o.' which I am a 
meifiber, the controversial 

. right to work pr6iR>saLWhen 
rl|ht to work was initially 
proposed. Its author hoQfd to 
add it to tlie Bill of Rights; 
however, the Attorney Gen­
eral's ruling forces its In­
clusion into the body of the 
ConstitutlOQ. Representative 
Larry VjjBlt of Houston has of­
fered such a proposal. 

Although many people have 
heard the term "right to 
work" used, I think It Is worth­
while to explain the concept. 
A right to work section would: 
(1) protect the basic right of 
a person to work and bargain 

individually; (2) insure no 
person could be denied em-
floyment on account of mem­
bership or non-membership 
In a union; and (3) prohibit 
any contract which requires 

• workers to become or be 
meml>ers of a labor union. 
Simply, the concept allows the 
freedom of choice In employ­
ment opportunities. 

I support strongly the right 
to work concept. Several of 
the most powerful lobby 
groups In the State are try­
ing to defeat the propof^l. 
I shall vigorously resist them 
and vote for right to work In 
the General Provisions Com­
mittee and on the Convention 
floor.

Service Centers 
To Be Established 

On November 21, 1978, Sec­
retary Butt announced plans 
to establish U.S. Agricultural 
Service Centers at the local 
field office level. Initially the 

' Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service, the Soil 
Conservation Service, the 
Farmers Home Administrs^-
tion, and the Federal Crof -
Insurance Corporation l9cal 
offices will be Incorporated 
Into the Centers. Other USDA 
Agencies with offices in the 
locale served by tbe centers 
will be Invited to house their 
personnel within th» centers. 
These centers v̂111 be esta­
blished to offer one-stop ser­
vice for persons tSarticipatlng 
or interested In USDA pro­
grams. The centers will be 
located near trading areas 
where farmers and other 
r u r a l residents generally * 
conduct business. Agencies 
within a c e n t e r win share 
common housing, a common 
entrance, a common telephone 
system, a common reception­
ist, and some common office 
equipment. In addition to 
providing services more ef­
fectively at the local field of­
fice level, this program will 
provide a basis for locating 
all USDA o f f i c e s concerned 
with rura l development In 
single field bffices. 

The Office of Field Opera­
tions will develop guldeUnes 
for establishing these Cen­
ters. A State Administrative 
Committee composed of state 
directors, etc., of ASCS, SCS, 
FHA, and FCIC will work 
within these guidelines to de­
velop and Implement state­
wide relocation plans. The 
Initial planning and Imple­
mentation Will begin In Jan­
uary 1974.

To vote in a given 
precinct y.ou rtlust have been 
living ill that precinct at least 
4 days, and if you isove from 
one precinct to another in the 
county, you must notify the 
tax assessor-collector to 
transfer your voter 
registration to your new 
precinct. - Weimar Mercury.
