Also, 
under the 1974 program, an-
applicant can either elect to 
apply for a single one-year. 
program of coneervation im­
provement, 01 select a three 
to ten year continuing pro­
gram. The extended period 
of time now allowed will be 
most t>eneficlal to those wish- -
Ing rather extensive conser-
taUon improvements on their 
l^ad, but preferring to spread 
tiwiH out over a period uf 
years.

Complate In­
formation a.nd details on the 
specific programs will t>e a-
vallable in the very near fu­
ture. 

Streckfus also said he does 
have the basic information on 
the program that has been au"-
thorlzed by the Secretar) of 
Agriculture for cost sharing.
