International 
Sunday School 

Lesson 
(John 16:4-15.) 

Have you ever wished for 
someone stronger than you 
are to lean on when you need 
help? Most of us do almost 
every day. We feel inade­
quate to face the problems of 
life. We realize that we are 
going to encounter difficulties 
that we caniiot handle. The 
Christian faces a special dif­
ficulty in this area. He wa;its 
to live like Goc^wants him to 
live. Temptations need to be 
met and overcome. So he 
recognises a special need for 
help. 

Jesus recognized this need. 
During the hours just before 
he was tp be arrested ai]d cru­
cified he was speaking to his 
disciples. He warned them 
about what was to come. They 
immediately became appre­
hensive about their future. 
They had learned to depend on 
Jesus f^ strength and gui­
dance. ^noMng their appre-
hensiveness, Jesus made 
thenn a promise. He was go­
ing to send the Holy Spirit 
as a comforter and strength 
to them. The word he used 
indicated that he was going to 
send someone who was like 
himself, and who would stand 
along side of thbm to strength­
en them. This Counselor 
would be the same in nature, 
the same in love,and the same 
in power as Jesus himself. 

The Holy Spirit has several 
functions in the world. He 
convinces the lost world of 
sin, righteousness, and Judg­
ment to come. He demon­
strates that sin is the state of 
being out of fellowship with 
God, righteousness is the re­
lationship that we can have be­
cause of Christ, and Judgment, 
the future, If we reject God.

While most of the Constit­
utional Convention Commit­
tees are hearing testimony, 
1 thought I might use this op­
portunity to provide informa­
tion about our present Texas 
Constitution. The a v e r a g e 
Texan knows about Sam Hous­
ton, Davy Crockett, and the 
Alamo; but he knovra very 
little of the workings of the 
government that these men 
helped establish. In the next 
few we4ks, I hope to present 
a brief, Ixit informative sum­
mary of our government and 
your part in it. 

The l>asic document which 
lays the foundation (orTexas 
government is our Texas Con­
stitution. As compared to tlie 
statutory law passed by tbe 
L e g 1 s lature, constitutional 
law is the fundamental con­
tract between the people and 
their government which the 
people pass. Our constitution 
contains a "Bill of Rights" 
which guarantees tasic rights 
that' cannot be taken away. 
It also establishes how repre­
sentatives of governments will 
be chosen and how long these 
representatives 'may serve 
before they must face election. 
Thus, representative demo­
cracy rests upon the consent 
of the people through the con­
stitution of their making. 

Today's Texas Constitution 
was adopted in 1876, and it 
reflects tbe turmoil of that 
time. The length and detail 
of the pre^nt document stems 
from a reaction to the "car­
petbag" g:overnment Imposed 
during Reconstruction, In on 
attempt to anticipate abuses 
of power, each public office's 
powers were restricted by 
the Constitution's very speci­
fic wording. Unfortunately, 
times have changed; yet the 
e x e c u t i v e and legislative 
branches Iwve been constrain­
ed frosi w e t i n g their new 
restKuisibluties by constit­
utional limitation. Tbe ~̂ only 
available method for the gov­
ernment to gain the necessary 
authority is to submit numer­
ous cons t i tu t iona l amend­
ments. 

The amending process re­
quires the passage of the pro­
posed amendment t>y l>otb the 
House and Senate by a two-
thirds vote. If the amendment 
is passed by the people, it is 
added to the document, A 
wholesale revision Is slightly 
more complicate<|. The Leg­
islature will propose an act 
providing for a convention to 
be called and delegates to be

chosen. If the voters approve 
it, the convention begins the 
task of drafting a new docu­
ment. On completion, the new 
constitution is agatn submitted 
to tbe voters. This is exactly 
what has happened. The 62nd 
Legislature submitted a pro­
posal which was approved by 
tbe voters In November, 1972, 
that allowed tbe next Legis­
lature to establish the Constit­
utional Revision Commission 
to draA a proposed new con­
stitution. The Commission's 
document bos been returned to 
us for our consideration while 
we are meeting InthlsConstit­
utional Convention, It is tbe 
general opinion that our work 
on tbe proposed changes will 
be submitted to the voters 
for their approval in the Nov­
ember ,1974,generalelectlon, 

I hope tbe tremendous re­
sponsibility that r e s t s upon 
the people is evident in this 
explanaUon, The people write 
into a constitution the desired 
governmental organization 
and outline the limitation of 
its powers, Tbe Texas Con­
stitution then confers the re­
sponsibilities of law making, 
law enforcing, and law Inter­
pretation on the three bran­
ches of its government. These 
responsibilities, while they 
ore shouldered by the Gover­
nor, tbe Legislature, and the 
Judiciary, ultimately rest up­
on tbe people. A more inform­
ed citizenry can more effec­
tively control its own future. 
1 hope this summary has add­
ed to your Inslc knowledge 
and, thus, to your'ability to 
better govern.
