The management of County Finances has not beeq 
within the realm of my experience but I have spent 
many years In learning how lo erfectlvely Tiretch 
finances to get maximum educational possibilities 
for our children with a minimum expenditure oj '• 
tax dollars. I believe that as County Judge and 
Ex-offlcld County Superintendent, 1 can use the 
expertise that I have gained thro>jg^ study and ex­
perience In school financing to ichleve maximum 
benefits ^ith JL minimum expenditure of tax dollars 
for the use of the County.

from each precinct to set up an accurate account­
ing system that would en^U the cost of repairs for 
each major piece of road equipment In each pre­
cinct - thus having a record which would deter­
mine the proper time to trade In old equipment 
and buy new.
