Personal Insp. 

"Your record at the credit 
bureiu Is open for your In-
•rcftl'̂ n any time you want 
to kTioi* "'hat IsJijiyour file," 
Pntricia Payne, manager of 
the Credit Bureau of Eagle 
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Lake, said In response to 
President Nixon's weekend 
message an the Rlfht to Pri­
vacy. 

According to John L, Spaf-
ford, president of Associated 
Credit Bureaus, Inc., the 
problem with the publi­
city given to the Issue of 
privacy and computers is the 
"broad brush" approach and 
over-generalization by the 
media and government'off 1-
claTs to this complex Issue. 

"For example," Spafford 
said, "the statement that con­
sumers cannot learn what Is 
in thtflr credit.file is fals*. 
The law re<iulres ci:edlt 
bureaus to disclose every­
thing In your file and, as a 
matter of fact, over 1,700,000 
disclosures were made by 
ACB members In 1973. 

"The statement," St)afford 
said, "thU credit bureaus 

Burners' morals, cK&ractA>" 
istics and personal habits if 
false. Investigative consum­
er reporting agencies gather 
that type of Information for 
insurance companies, but 
your local credit bureau does 
not. And it is hii^ Ume the 
media and government offi­
cials get that point straight." 

"Your local credit bureau 
Is now and has been operating 
under a strict federal law 
since April 1971, that pro­
tects consumer privacy and. 
affords you the right to know 
what is in your file and to 
correct or place a statement 
in your file. If government 
officials are concerned with 
personal privacy," Spafford 
said, "they should turn to 
other alleged Invaders and 
bring them up to the standards 
of the local credit bureau."
