They also are 
not authorized to say they 
represent Social Security and 
MedK:are, They may be In­
surance salesmen trying to 
sell a supplemental commer­
cial Insurance policy--a pol­
icy to help pay hospital and 
medical costs that Medicare 
does not pay and cannot pay. 

Social Security and Medi­
care do not sell insurance. 
Social Security and Medicare 
do not employ salesmen. No 
one Is authorlted to say they 
represent Social Security and 
Medicare except employees 
of the Social Security Admin­
istration. 

If anyjpne calls you on the 
telephone or calls In person 
and says they represent So­
cial Security, tell them you 
want to check first with the 
Social Security affice. Call 
the Social Security office at
