Harwell explained. "In the 
light of the energy crisis, it 
just is not practical. 

"With the mini-conference 
nnly a ritmn nr so people wilt 
be traveling to Austin Instead 
of the usual 800 to 1,000." 

Special runnkrs-up certifi­
cates will be sent to the com­
munity where the chambers of 
commerce can arrange ap­
propriate reco^Uon and 
prtsentition to the honored' 
Industry. One of the TIC com­
missioners will make the pre­
sentation for the runners-up. 

Harwell noted that this an­
nual recognition is a very 
Important part of Industrial 
development. 

"Industrial expansion pro­
vides the greatest opportun­
ities to attain the necessary 
growth in our state," he said. 
"Not many people reallzethat 
it is expansion of existing 
Industry that causes by far 
the largest growth in our man­
ufacturing empkvment. and 
not in location of he# indus­
tries."

St^hen F. Austin a native 
of. Vltglnlt had received a 
college education, and had 
joined hia father, Moses Aus-

•tin, in Missouri. At the time 
of his father's death he was-
in New Orleans studying Law. 
Slaft|Ms~F»-Austin traveled to. 

"TSi Xnlonlb and came 16 an 
agreement with Governor 
Martii;ez relative to the esta­
blishment of the colony. This 
was In August, 1821, and Aus­
tin was 28 years old. 

He was ^ven permission to 
settle 300 famiUes. The first 
settlements were made late 
In U21 at Columbus on the 
Colorado and Washlngton-on-

. the' Braxos. 
The first settlers at Col­

umbus at about Christmas 
were two brothers Robert and 
Josqth Kuykendall and Daniel 
Gilieland.

The following extracted 
from a letter dated August 24, 
1836, from Wm. McNair to 
Stephen F. Austin, Inquiring 
about his Jbrother James Mc­

ONE OF FIRST 
ALCALDES IN COLONY 

On December 15,1822, Gov- -
ernor Jose Felix Trespala-
cios, divided Austin's tolony 
into two districts, the district 
of the Colorado and the dis­
trict of the Braeos. He then 
directed the Inhabitants of the 
Colorado to appoint an Alcalde 
of their own^hoice to admlq,-
ister Justice, and organize the 
militia to oppose the Karan-
kawas or other Intruders who 

.might allick Uielr persuiill Of 
their property, and John Tum-
linson was then appoilited Al­
calde. 
FIRST RECORDED ' 
INDIAN BATTLE 

On Sunday, February 23, 
1S23, John AlUy, H. W. Law 
and John Clark, with a canoe 
laden with corn at the mouth 
of SculL Creek.on the Color­
ado,, were; attacked by In--
dians. Two of tnem John Al­
ley and H. W. U w were killed 
and John Clark badly wounded, 
t»it managed to escape. And 
on the 24tb Robert Brother-
ton while at Scull Creek was 
met by Indians and robbed of 
his gun, and while making his 
escape severely wounded in 
the back-with an arrow. 

On the 25th of February, 
1823, John Tumllnson (alcalde. 
of the Colorado district) sent 
Captain k>bert Kuykendall 
and a party of twenty-five men 
to attack them If found. They 
were found encamped upon 
Scull Creek and-Immediately 
attacked and routed. The In­
dians lost eight of their war­
riors who were killed and sev­
eral wounded. 
FIRST TEXAS RANGERS ' 

The Texas Rangers were 
organised here on the Color­
ado August 5, 1823. They 
celebrated their Sesquicen-
tennlal this past year the.same 
as Columbus. 

In May, 1823. when Indians 

and outlaws threatened Ste­
phen F. Austin's colony, ten 
men (all from here on the 
Colorado) under Lieutenant 
Moses . Morrison were as­
signed to protect the settle­
ment on the lower Colorado 
and Brazos rivers, the com­
pany was formed by order of 
Jose Felix Trcspalacios, gov-

. ernor of Texas. -Thre»moBtlis-. 
later, ohlug^lt5, AustinpW--
posed that these/men would 
"act as rangers," with an ad­
ditional ten men employed by 
him. Thus was born the 
*'Texas Rangers". 
FIRST MAN KILLED IN 
TEXAS RANGER SERVICE 

The Rangers were criti­
cally short of gunpowder, 
which was not available either 
on the Coloradoor the Brazos'. 
On,the 6th of July, 1823, John 
Tumllnson and Joseph New­
man set out for San Antonio 
td obtain all-important am-
munitlon. On the Guadalupe 

Bint -̂  "day Sjpiiifi, they met 
a group of Indians. The In­
dians killed John Tumllnson 
(making him first man killed 
In service.of rangers). New-' 
man made his escape on a, 
horse but not l)efore the In*̂  
dians had run him six miles. 
Through this years twenty-six' 
descendants of John Tumlln-

servTce. The la8t~belng E!̂  A."~ 
"Dogle" Wright of Sierra 
6lanca, Texas. Mary Elisa­
beth and I had several nice ' 
visits with him and his wife

FIRST SURVJEYED 
AND PLATTED ' ' 
ANGLO-AMERICAN TOWN 

Since Stephen F. Austin with 
some of his colonists had ar­
rived here, Mexico became 
Independent of Spain, and Aus­
tin journeyed to Mexico City 
(arriving there at the end of 
April, J822) where he secured

FIRST ELECTED 
OFFICIAL hi TEXAS 

On Saturday, 16th of Aug­
ust, 1823, at an election held 
at the house of Robert Kuy­
kendall for the purpose of vot­
ing on an alcalde, James Cum-
mltv; wa's unanimously elect­
ed. There being fourteen vot­
ers, with Rawson Alley, Clerk 
of the Election^ and James 
Cummins, Judge of theE-
lectlon. James Cummins lived 
on the Cummins Labor at the 
west edge of Columbus.

FIRST 4TH OF JULY 
CELEBRATION IN TEXAS 

Oif July 4th, 1826, there was 
a primitive barbeque on the 
tlilorado at Beason's (now 
Columbus) celebrating the 
50th anniversary of the United 
States. People came from as 
far away as Gonzales In De-
Witt's Colony, a distance of 
alx>ut seventy miles. Sonne 
of the settlers left, behind at 
Gonzales were attacked by 
Indians and killed. (We would 
like to have a historical mark­
er erected commemorating 
this 4th of July Celebration In 
our Bicentennial year 1976). 
FIRST COMMISSIONER OF 
GENERAL LAND OFFICE 

In August, 1836, John P. 
Borden (brother of Gall Bor­
den) was named by Sam Hous­
ton as the first Commission­
er of the General Land Of­
fice, although he was only 
twenty-four years old at the 
time. Borden served as Com­
missioner under both Houston 
and Mirabeau B. Lamarj re­
signing finally on December 
23, 1840. He later lived at 
Borden In Colorado ^ounty 
where he died November 12, 
1890. He and his wife were 
burled In the Weimar Ceme­
tery. He was the last sur­
viving commissioned officer 
among the San Jacinto veter­
ans. 
FIRST ANGLO CATHOUC 
CHURCH IN TEXAS 

The history of the parish of 
St. Peter and Paul at Frels-
burg dates back to 1836. A 
small log church had been 
constructed and services 
were held by a visiting mis­
sionary priest. Father J. A. 
Jacob, until 1847. He was 
succeeded the following year 
by Father T. Anstact as pas­
tor.

He organ­
ized a congregation, St. Paul's 
Lutherjpi Church at Colum­
bus, the "First English 
Speaking Lutheran Church In 
Texas*', * 
FIRSTAND ONLY 
RAILWAY IN TEXAS 
BUILT BY A TOWN 

The Buffalo Bayou, Brazos 
it Colorado - First railway 
built In Texas - In the 1850's 
mapped Its route from Hous­
ton through Alleyton up the 
east side of the river to Aus­
tin, b>'pasjilng Columbus. In 
1860 Just prior to the Civil 
War to retain their Town's 
supremacy In its trade area, 
Columbus citizens projected 
a railway of their own, "The 
Columbus Tap Railway", to 
Tap into the B.B.B.4iC., at 
Alleyton. 
FIRST COMMERCIAL 
GRAVEL INDUSTRY 
IN TEXAS 

Although gravel had been 
used.for construction In Tex- , 
as It had not been produced 
on a commercial basis until 
1870, when the Colorado Coun­
ty Sand Company began to deal 
in gravel commercially. The 
lack of transportation held 
this Industry back until the 
coming of the railroads. Gra­
vel has now been a major en­
terprise In the county for over 
a century, and still Is, -with 
Eagle Lake Depots shipping 
hundreds of car loads each 
day, plus numerous truck

BORN IN TEXAS 
BURIED IN WEIMAR 

At the southern edge of the 
Masonic Cemetery in Wei­
mar stands a tall, weathered 
monument the inscription on 
the stone reads: "Capt. T.W. 
Hunter, First Amerlcaji Born 
In Texas. Born at Morgan's 
Point near Galveston, Sept. 
29, 1822". Some time after 
Oct. 27, 1869, Capt. Hunter 
and family moved to Color­
ado County, settling south of 
the present site of Weimar. 
Hunter's Creek, which flows 
four miles south of Weimar, 
still bears the early settler's 
name. .,In 1881, CapL Hunter_ 
moved Into .Weimar where he 
died September 25,190L 
FIRST RICE CULTURE 
WEST OF HOUSTON 

In 1898 Captain WllUam 
Dunovant planted 4J acres of 
rlc«..at the lower end of Eagle 
Lake, the first rice west of 
Houston. This was «ot a first 
in Texas as th4re had been a 

' limited amount o| acreage In 
Jefferson County, around 
Beaumont for several years. 
But Captain Dunovant's suc­
cess here at Eagle Lake at­
tracted to the attention of all, 
and was the major factor of 

' the rapid growlh of the rice 
Industry'in Texas. Therefore, 
he deserves being placed with all 
of the first* here-to-before 
mentioned. 

Rice Is the major source 
of Income for Colorado Coun­
ty, as well as the whole Gulf 
Coast of Texas. Therefore 
Captain Dunovant's experi­
ment with rice, although not 
the first state wide, has to 
rank with them fqr Impor­
tance, enough so that we now 
have an Official Texas State 
Historical Marker here In 
Eagle Lake commemorating 
this event.
