First, the 
House joined the Senate in ap-<̂  
proving S.B, 11 on Thursday, 
Feb, 20. This law, which I, 
sponsored in the House, re­
stored Veterans Day to its 
traditional date of November 
nth. Previously, the holiday 
was celebrated on the fourth 
Monday in October. I agree 
wholeheartedly with James W. ' 
White, Texas Dept. Com­
mander of the American 
Legion, when he said, "The 
fourth Monday in October 
sln4>ly did not have meaning 
to veterans. The fact that it 
was at the Eleventh Hour of 
the Eleventh Day of the Ele­
venth Month that Armistice 
was signed is symbolic to all 
of us that war is ended." I 
am proud that Veterans Day is 
back to its rightful place, 

A House Resolution memor-
lalizingthe Texas Congres­
sional delegation regarding 
U. S, energy policy was also 
passed. This resolution stated 
that Texas accounts for over a 
third of the nation's oil and gas 
production, 40% of the nation's 
petrochemical, and 27% of the 
nation's refinery, Insplte of 
all these Texas contributions 
to the field of energy, present 
federal laws not only hamper 
oil production but also penalize 
Texas consumers by allocat­
ing scarce resources to other 
areas In the country unwilling 
to accept the environmental 
burdens that accompany oil 
production and refining. Also, 
Texans are forced unjustly to

This resolution asks Con­
gress to reject excise taxes 
on the intrastate sale of natur­
al gas or domestic crude oil. 

It seeks to 
reject the allocation of the 
higher cost and import fees for 
foreign crude oil away from 
consumers in other states and 
onto the people of Texas. The 
resolution asks Congress to 
remove federal regulations on 
the price of domestic crude 
oil, natural gas liquids, and 
other petroleum products. 
Finally, the resolution urges 
Congress to withhold any bene­
fits under any energy alloca­
tion scheme from those states 
that fail to develop their own 
natural energy resources on 
their land or in state-
controlled waters. 
T))e final area of legisla-

^on which Is of Interest to 
District 30 was In livestock 
marketing procedures .̂ ^Tex-
as. Two bills were discussed 
in the Agriculture and Live­
stock Committee relating to 
foreign beef importation and 
use. One bill which I am co-
sponsoring would prohibit any 
state agency such as public 
schools, institutions, or men­
tal health facilities from buy­
ing foreign tmei. A second bill 
would force all meat products 
which are sold in the state to 
be labelled as to their origin. 
In this way, Texas consumers 
could recognize Texas grown 
beef and only buy Texas beef 
products. I fully favor such 
legislation which will provide 
a badly needed shot-ln-the-
arm to our depressed agricul­
ture cattle Industry. Although 
I personally do not believe 
these bills go far enough, 
additional legislation in the 
face of existing federal consti­
tutional and statutory law our 
action would probably be in­
validated In the courts.
