Changes For 
Brucellosis 

The U. S, Department of 
Agriculture has proposed a 
number of changes in regula­
tions Concerning indemnity 
payments for cattle destroyed 
due to brucellosis, common­
ly known as Bang's disease. 

An outline of the changes 
follows: 

1. Allow indemnity pay­
ments of $50 for non-regis­
tered (grade) bulls affected 

> with brucellosis. 
2. Limit to 15 days the 

extension period for Identify­
ing Infected cattle, thus al­
lowing producers a maximum 
of 30 days iî  which to accom­
plish this task.' 

3. Limit to 30 days each 
the maximum time allowed 
for destl'oylng infected and 
exposed cattle and for clean­
ing and disinfecting contam­
inated premises. 

4. Allow producers to sel-

What changM, 'if 'any, have 
residents of Colorado Coun­
ty made In their smoking hab­
its In recent years? 

Have they cut down on cigar­
ettes? Are they smoking more 
or less than people In other 
parts of the country? 

For a time, following, the 
Surgeon General's report, i s ­
sued about ten years ago, that 
smoklns was a hazard tobealtti 
and was responsible for 41,000 
lung cancer deaths a year, 
some local people swore off 
completely, some cut down on 
the numl)er they smoked and 
some turned to cigars and 
pip^s as a substitute. 

More recently, however, 
despite the barrage of medical 
reports in subsetiuent years 
Unking cigarettes with heart 
disease and other illnesses, 
they have been puffing away at 
a near-record rate. 

Figures released by the 
Government, by the Tobacco 
Tax Council and by othes* 
depict the trend In each sec­
tion of the nation. 

Cigarette sales in Colorado 
County In the past year came 
to approximately 2,030,000 
pack!, according to a break­
down of regional totals re­
ported by Industry sources. 

In -terms of the local popu­
lation over age 18, this was 
equal to 173 packs per person. 

It was a lower rate than was 
found in most areas. The 
average throughout the United 
States was 214 packs. It was 
183 In the West South Central 
States. 

Although most health au­
thorities believe the case 
acainst sihokinghas l>eenwell 
proved, the tobacco industry 
maintains that the evidence is 
merely statistical, and that no 
cause and effect relationship 
has been properly document­
ed. 

Despite the steady Increase 
in taxes Imposed on cigarettes 
by Federal, state and many 
local' governments, making 
smoking more costly, sales 
have beeri on the rise in the 
last few years and are within 
two percent of their aU-tlme 
high. 

The biggest Increase since 
1970 has been among teen-age 
girls. They are now smoking
