John Wilson of La 
Grange received notification 
that he had returned to the 
State of Texas over $6,500 
on January 14, 1975. Prior 
to this Session, each House 
member was allotted $875 per ' 
month to expend for office 
expenses. If a member did 
not utilize all his $875, the 
excess was allowed to ac­
cumulate in his account. On 
January 14, 1975, Rep. Wil­
son's total accumulation was 
$9,500. 

At the beginning of the 64th 
Legislature, a resolution was 
adopted by the members to 
maintain a, balance of $3,000 
In their accounts for possible 
future expenditures such as 
mailouts, etc. -Thus, Rep. 
Wilson actuall)^ returned to 
the State $6,500. Rep. Wil­
son attributes this saving to 

several factors: (1) he never 
used state fupds for gas and 
travel expenses on Irjps in 
the district; (2) he has always 
donated free office sp^ce in 
his retail store for a.district 
legislative office; ai^ (3) he 
has always utilized only part-
time personnel in his district 
legislative office.
