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AUSTIN — Legislators are 
getting nenouS over new re­
form laws which restrict 
their political fund-raising. 

House Speaker Bill Clay­
ton has advised representa­
tives to postpone their ef­
forts to retire campaign ' 
debts until after the legisla­
tive session in view of warn­
ings by a district attorney. 

Travis County District At­
torney Robert 0 . Smith told 
House leaders direct solicita­
tion of Austin-based lobby­
ists for contrtlmt.ions''|t> îcain-
paign warche^ts is a viola­
tion which he would feel 
called on to take before a 
grand jury. 

The issue came to Smith's 
attention when a Texas Civil 
Liberties Union official, who 
ia a registered lobbyist, com­
plained that he had been 
•elicited for a contribution 
to a representative's fund-
raising reception in Dallas. 

A provision of the new 
penal code makes it an of­
fense for a legislator to 
•elicit any benefit from a 
person known to have an in­
terest in legislation. There 
are less-strict interpreta­
tions than the one by Smith, 
but the district attorney is 
the one lawmakers feel they 
must stay on the right sid^ 
of. 

Serious attention is being 
given to amending some of̂  
the laws passed in 1973 — 
particularly the penal code 
provisions which cast a legal 
cloud on a lawmaker's ac­
cepting a "benefit" from a 
person who has an interest 
in any matter before the 
legislature or "contemplated" 
by the legislature.

Incorporation of organic mat­
ter also helps vegetable plants 
to develop a sufficient root 
s y s t e m which directly affects 
yields. 

Enough organic matter must 
be added to physically change 
the structure of the soil . At 
least one-third of the final 
so i l mix should be s o m e t y ] ^ 
of organic matter. To a c ­
complish this spread a layer 

"of organic matter over the 
soi l to a depth of at least two 
Inches and then working it 
Into the soil to a depth of at 
least s ix Inches. 

The best time to add organic 
matter to the garden i s during 
the early stages of soi l 
preparation. 

When adding organic mat­
ter , increase the amount of 
ferti l izer added to the garden 
soi l to help break down the 
additional organic matter. 
Without additional nitrogen, a 
deficiency may occur. Nltro.-
gen deficiency generally 
shows up as a yellowing of 
younger garden plants. For 

every 10 cubic feet of or ­
ganic matter added, apply an 
additional one-half pourid of 
nitrogen. This means that if 
-you apply 10 cubic feetof saw-
>dust, an additional 5 pounds 
of a fertilizer such as 10-10-
10 should be added (5 x .13 
equals .5). 

So, spend a little more time 
getting the garden soil into 
shape this spring. The result 
will be Increased yields and 
returns at harvest time.

So, the first 
itehi of business as far as 
gardening is concerned is to 
get the soil in shape. 

Few home gardeners in 
Colorado County have ideal 
soil conditions, but the situa­
tion can be improved by add­
ing organic matter. Material 
.̂ uch as compost, peat moss, 
manure, or sawdust can be 
added in large amounts. Or­
ganic matter will make heavy 
clay soils more mellow and 
easier to work and improve 
soil drainage and air move­
ment to allow the soil to warm 
up earlier in the spring. On 
light sandy soil, the addition 
of organic matter helps hold

During the past several 

weeks, I have attempted to 
Inform readers about p r e s s ­
ing problems before the 64th 
Legislature such as public 
school flnapce and utility reg ­
ulation. In this article I 
would like to discuss H.B. 622, 
which I am sponsoring. This 
bill provides for 100% r e i m -

• bursement by the Texas High­
way Commission to cit ies and 
counties for their state high­
way construction r l^ t -o f -way 
acquisition costs . 

This bill waspassed on s e c ­
ond reading by the House on 
March 17 by a 75- 59 vote; 
however, the next day after a 
concentrated lobbying effort 
by members of the T e x a s 
ciioods Roads/Transportation, 
the House reversed Itself and 
voted against the bill by a 66-
49 count. This powerful lob­
by, composed mostly of high­
way construction companies, 
opposed the bill fearful that 
any expenditure from the State 
Highway Trust would reduce 
the funds available for high­
way construction. 

Article 8, Section 7a oT the 
Texas Constitution requires 
3 /4 of all taxes on motor fuel 
and lubricants and motor 
vehicle registration fees to be 
used only for acquiring rights-
of-way and construction, 
maintenance, and policing of 
public highways. This con­
stitutionally dedicated fund i s 
only sublect to change by a 
conjstitutlonal amendment, the 
Legislature cannot change it 
themselves. 

Presently, the cit ies and 
counties must pay 50% of the 
acquisition costs of right-of-
way and the cTosts of moving 
utility l ines, private fences, 
etc. near ^b hi ghway. Due to 
rapi(^ - appreciation in land 
prices and jrpm^nrfnn* in-!
