For l̂ts size, Colorado Coun­
ty supports a large number of 
business establishments. 

According to figures re­
cently released by the goveki-
ment, there are more busi­
nesses in operation locally, in 
propoOiQQjp ĵ̂ gpulaUsiLlliaiL. 
in mffiy communities across 
the country. 

The findings are reported 
in a new study by the Depart­
ment of Commerce, entitled 
"County Business Patterns". 
It Is based upon data corhplled 
by the Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare from 
tax reports filed last year by 
employers. 

In it is listed, for every 
county in the United States, 
comparable data on employ­
ment and payrolls for firms 
engaged in retail and whole­
sale trade, manufac^ring, 
finance, services and the like. 

In operation in Colorado 
County are some 438 separate 
businesses that employ one 
or ^ore persons, the figures 
show. In addition, there are 
an. untabulated number that 
have no employees and f are 
ownei'-operated. 

Of the 438 listed, thereare 
223 that have from 1 to 3 per­
sons on their payrolls, 162 with 
'4 to 7 and ai with 8'to 19. 

Although firms (̂ l̂ongstand­
ing make up the bulk of the 
'local' business community, 
ê ach year witnesses some 
changes as new enterprises 
are started and some older 
ones are discontinued for one 
reason or another. 

As In most parts of the 
country, small and medium-
size businesses predominate 
locally. They have proved to 
be quite durable, despite the 
competition from chain stores 
and other large companies. 

The report shows that 93 
percent of them have 20 em­
ployees or less. Nationally, 
84 percent are of that size. 

At last count, businesses in 
Colorado County were provid­
ing gainful employment for 
some 3,473 men and women 
in non-farm, covered jobs. 
By "covered" Is meant em-

"ptoymenEThaV falls within the 
scope of Social Security. 

Not Included are self-
employed people, domestic 
workers, members of the 
armed forces and government 
workers. 

Because wages and salaries 
have been going up, year by 
year, the annual payroll for 

these covered workers has 
iiz'- Isen rtsto^. ft(u.r reach­
ed, a high of $}fr,368,000. 

Two years before, when a 
comparable survey was made, 
the total was 113,664,000.

I Intefnatioiia! 
I Sunitiiy Jcliool 
i Lesson I 

, • (Isaiah 55:1-0.). 
A noted-oriental philosopher 

stuilied the New Testament so 
that he could compare Chrls-

' tianity with the religions he 
had .'known since his child­
hood. A verse of scripture in 
the Book of Romans captured 
his mind. It claimed tĥ t God 
was both jubt and the justi-
fler of those who believe in 

> Christ, He stated that he. 
had.been taught to'deny the 
whole idea of sin since there 
was no consistent way to deal 
with its reality in the reli­
gions he knew. Once he knew 
that God could remain just, 
and make him a justified per­
son, he became a Christian, 
"Only in the sacrifice of 
Christ to justify me," could 
there be a way for God to re­
main just and to allow me to 
go unpunished for my sins," 
he r^wrted. 

Tb0 Book of Isaiah in the 
Old Testament recognized that 
God loved us enough to make 
sinners just. The prophet 

-recognized that God is^iove. 
He also realized ttiat God is 
just and holy. God has pro­
vided an opportunity for men 
to live in fellowship with Him. 
But man must respond to God's 
invitation by coming to Him. 
Chapter fifty-five of Isaiah re­
ports the terms of God in giv­
ing His invitation to people 
to come to Him. 

Men must "come", "Hark-
en diligently" and "incline 

your ear" to God. This in­
volves coming to Him with a 
desire to be conipletely obedi­
ent to Him. The New Testa­
ment talks in terms of mak­
ing Christ Lord of our lives, 
The same Idea of commit­
ting the life to God .in 
obedience is conveyed in this 
concept. As one writer put It, 
"Coming to Christ means ac­
cepting the' role of God's 
obedient child."-

God offers His salvation 
freely to all whb will come 
to Him. Isaiah states that It 
is for "everyone who thirsts". 
Isaiah realized that Cod pro­
vided for everyone who recog­
nized the need to come. The 
invitation i^xtended in si^h 
a way to make it deal- that 
we cannot merit our relation­
ship to God. We are to come 
"wlthoui' money and without 
price". God does not want 
anyone to think they have earn­
ed or purchased their rela­
tionship to God. It Is totally 
a product of God's gracious 
provision. 

A noted political leader once 
sJtated: "I rejected God's in­
vitation for me to come to 
Him for a long time. It 
hurt my pride to think that J, 
had to come to Him the same 
way that everyone else did. 
I really wanted to be treated 
as a special case. Then one 
day a friend pointed out that 
God did treat my case indi­
vidually. His Invitation was 
personally extended to-me, 
and God forgave my individual 
sins. He gave me a unique 
place in His family. Now I 
know God treats everyone as 
a specM case." 

God's salvation is offered 
without regard to nationality 
or social standing. Because 
it is a gift of God's grace, He 
offers it equally to everyone. 
The prophet was told to call 
all nations to God. This re-

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Plant Vegetables 

In Flower Beds 
With the increasing interest 

in home vegetable gardening, 
homeowners may want to con­
sider planting a few vegetables 
In their flower beds this 
apcing. 

With sufficient garden space 
a limiting factor with many 
homeowners, numerous vege­
tables do well when planted 
in flower beds around the 
home. 

Head lettuce makes an Ideaf 
border plant and will grow in 
ma&y 'ireas around tb* borne 
that receive only partial shade ~ 
Most varieties wiU be ready 

for harvesting 45 to 0Q .days 
after planting. The red-leafed 
variety Ruby not only adds 
color to the flower bed but 
also provides food for the 
table. 

Parsley is another vege­
table crop that makes an-ldeai 
border planting and can be 
harvested almost the year' 
round when grown in an area 
receiving partial shade. 

Chilons or their close.rela-
tive--chives, leeks and garlic 
—will all do well in flower 
beds that receive limited a-
mounts of sunlight. 

In fact, most leaf-type vege­
table*, u mil as the bulb­
ing types WlU do «eli^!s areas 
that receive only partial sun-

light. 
Tomatoes, eggplants and 

peppers should be loeated la 
a bed that receives at lesat 
four to six hours of food 
junllglMt.. f>^ J^^ 
^i^Hf-Amil fAtfilre'rxBBri" 
slderable amount of sunlight 
for good growth and should 
be planted on the south side 
of the home to receive as 
much light as possible. Morn­
ing sunlight is often more 
desirable than mid-afternoon 
light, especially during the 
hotter months of the year. 

Growing vegetables in the 
ilower bed< requires little ex­
tra care over that given most 
flowering plants. Water 
stress should be avoided as 
vegetable crops near maturity 
Adding small amounts of fer^ 
tillzer around vegetable plants 
during the season will help 
Insure,high yields of quality 
vegetables. 

Of course, control mea­
sures should be taken If in­
sects or diseases become a 
problem on vegetables or 
flowering plants during the 
season.
