PFD Violations 

Still Numerous 
By the end of March, Texas 

Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment game wardens bad filed 
on 228 Texas boaters for fail­
ure to have the proper number 
of personal flotation devices 
—life ]ackets--on their boats. 

With warmer weather and In­
creased boating, the number of 
violations Is expected to rise. 

According to water safety 
officials at the TP4W, length 

'Of tt]e boat determines what 
types of personal flotation de­
vices are required, with the 
exception that childrai 12 
years of age and under must 
wear a life preserver while 
aboard any boat less than 26 
feet long, while the vessel Is 
underway. 

PFDs fall Into four cate­
gories: Types I, n. Ill and 
rv. Types I, n and n i are 
wearable and Type IV is a 
throwable device such as the 
familiar bouyant cushion. 

On boats less than 16 feet 
long, any type of U.S. Coast 
Guard-approved PFD may be 
used, either wearable or 
throwable, as long as there Is 
one PFD for each occupant.
