The proposed 
changes in developing more 
efficient and accurate voter 
registration lists are certain­
ly enviable. However, there is 
One amendment which has been 
added to S.B. 300 which I must 
take issue with. 

A large number of persons 
are concerned about members 
of one political party "cross­
ing over" and voting in the 
other party's primary elec­
tions. It was as a result of 
this practice that a "party 
purity" amendment was 
added. In essence, eachv'oter 
must state his party affilia­
tion (democrat, republican, 

voter registration system with 
their tax monies. The voters 
of Texas should be able to 
vote in whatever primary they 
wish without declaring their 
party affiliation. Today, more 
and more persons prefer to be 
considered us independents 
and do not vote along strictly 
party, lines. Various polls 
have shown that 50T( of our 
voters consider themselves 
independents. As a result of 
this amendment, true Indepen­
dents will not be able to vote 
In any primary election. A 
citizen has the right to wait 
until he enters the voting booth 
tô  decide which candidate to 
vote for.
