ter J. Cranek at a meeting of 
the Commissioners' Court in 
Columbus Monday. 

Judge Cranek stated that a 
new state law was approved 
by the past state legislature 
under an emergency nature 
setting up County Juvenile 
Boards in each of the . four 
counties in the 25th Judicial 
District, Colorado, Lavaca, 
Gonzales and Guad^if)e-. Since 
the bill was of emergency na­
ture it became law immedia­
tely upon signing by Governor 
polph Briscoe May 28th. 

District Judges B. B. Scb-
raub and E. W. Patteson call­
ed the county judges of the 
four counties together last 

* week to set the plan into mo­
tion. 
' Judge Schraub will serve 

at the Juvenile Judge in the 
district and Judge Palteson 
will be assistant Juvenile jud-
Ife and each of the four coun­
ty judges will form the U«U(l 
member of the coun^",' :9l)e 

- board in their respective coun­
ties. 

Keith Miller, who was for-
* merly high school counselor 

at Lullng and formerly adult 
probation officer in the 25th 
District, was named the new 
Juvenile Officer for the dls- . 
trlct. His salary will be 
$10,017 same as that for adult 
juvenile officer. Colorado 
County's share on the basis of 
populatldi) will be 92,067.i6. 
The two district judges and 
Judge Cranek, comprising the 
county juvenile board, each 
will receive $100 per month 
from this county, as stipulated 
in the legislation.

, wrote down under the direc­
tion of God, God made him­
self known to people in a 
number cf ways. His words 
are one of these ways. God 
knew that men's minds needed 
to be guided by what he said, 
and so he wanted his word 
recorded permanently for us 
to use. ' 

Much of the Old Testament 
contains a prophetic picture 
of Jesus Christ. A number of 
times you will discover in 
reading the gospels, a state­
ment like the one in Luke 
24:45, It states: "Thus 
it is written that the Christ 
should suffer,,,," The pro­
phets were given numerous in­
sights into the nature of the 
life and work of Christ to
