Work Was started last week 
on an addition to the restaur­
ant to house club facilities 
and further remodeling of the 
remainder of the restaurant 
was due to follow in the near 
future, commented Clifton 
Tyler who is a co-owner 
of the restaurant with his fath­
er, Marvin Tyler. 

Marvin Tyler said that be 
was in the Utchen of the res ­
taurant less than a half hour 
before the fire broke out to 
begin preparations for the 
busy Saturday evening busi­
ness. No other persons were 
in the building at the time since 
the restaurant closes for a 
time in the afternoon hours. 

"About twenty minutes af­
ter I left the restaurant and 
went to my house, someone 
came to the house and re ­
ported seeing fire and smoke 
cominc from the building," 
said Tyler. 

FIRE ALMOST CONTAINED
