Design Sent Fori 
Fed. A p o v a l 

The report of the design 
hearing for the Colorado 
Codnty portion of State High­
way 71 has now been for­
warded to the Federal Highway 
Administration according to 
Clarence A. Weise, local 
Resident Engineer of the State 
Department of Highways and 
Public Transportation. FHWA 
approval of the design is re­
quired since Federal Highway 
funds will partially finance 
the proposed. Improvements. 

Weise said the proposed 
four lane divided highway will 
provide two 12-foot lanes In 
each direction on a usual 
right-of-way width of 250feet. 
Shoulders will be ten feet wide 
on the outside of each travel-
way and six feet on thelnslj^. 

The approved route will 
closelV'follow the existing fa­
cility except for the southern­
most 31/2 miles on nelfloea-' 
tlon west of Columbus. The 
usual present right-of-way 
is 120 feet in width. 

At the design hearing on 
August 13, 1974, a Dosslblft 
future extension of State High­
way 71 southward from Inter­
state 10 was shown as being 
studied. Weise explained that 
these studies of traffic 
demands and travel patterns 
have shown that such ^n ex­
tension is not justified within 
the established design life of 
the S^ik' 71 - I.H. 10int«^"-
change and has been dropped 
from the planning. 

The possible future exten­
sion was covered In the En­
vironmental Impact Stateipent 
and haa been discussed at the 
route hearing in 1973.

Opens Sept. 20 
The Texas Parks and Wild­

life Commission, working 
within the frameworks of reg­
ulations set out by tbe U. S. 
Fish and WlldUfe, haa ap­
proved one of Texas' most lib­
eralized dove shooting sea­
sons, including an expanded 
wbltewlng shooting season and 
all day hunting durlngthe sec­
ond portion of tbe mourning 
dove season. The whltowing 
season will be the longest 
since 1943 and the all day 
shooting during tbe second 
part of the mdUmlng dove sea­
son «1U be the first since 1950. 

The whltewlng season will 
be on three week-ends lir* 
stead of the customary two, 
on Sept. 1-27 Sept. 5-6-7, and 
Sept. 13-14. Shooting hours on 
whltewinga will be from noon 
to sunset only, with a bag limit 
of 10 whltewlngs and 10 moum^ 
Ing doves per day with a pos­
session limit of 20 each. The 
whltewlng shooting will be 
open only in certain counties, 
and only in those counties will 
whltewlng and mourning dove 
shootijir be oermitted during 
the whltewlng p e r i o d s .
