Your commiss ion's move to 
get an economic Impact study 
of the subject, and Tobln's 
resolution to ask Congress to 
appropriate money and engage 
an unbiased research firm 1o 
make a study of the present 
program before any more 
money Is spent on it, are s teps 
In theJ'ight direction. 

I suppose the disease could 
i>e eradicated, ^ t I think it 
would be very costly. As you 
told us, it i s being proposed 
that if a reactor i s found that 
came from a particular p a s ­
ture on a ranch then al l p a s ­
tures on that ranch would be 
placed under quarantine. I 
know you are opposed to this . 
However, if this rule i s put in 
force , they will probably r e ­
quire that cattle of different 
ownership, but In Joining p a s ­
tures , be tested also. 

It has been suggested that 
If the present program i s con­
tinued, cattle which are in the 
s a m e pasture with reactors , 
but do not neact to the test , 
eould be sold tor slaughter and 
indemnity paid on them. A s 
you know the Association i s 
backing this proposal to give 
s o m e relief to those owners 
who have had to test and r e -
test until, unseemingly, there 
i s no end in sight. 

One of the things wrong 
. with the present program i s 

the use of the card test which 
• you yourself say will react 

not only to all cattle harbor­
ing the d i s e a s e but also to 
s o m e that do not have it. I 

ever, three of them were nega­
tive on the agglutination tes t , 
but they were condemned any­
way. Since the Department of 
Agriculture Is now saylngthat 
calves can only be officially 
vaccinated when from three to 
s ix nvonths of age , 1 IwUeve 
some col l s which were offi­
cially vaccinated at ten to 
twelve months, as w a s for ­
merly required by the Depart­
ment, are now reacting b e ­
cause of the vaccine and not 
the d i sease . We were told at 
the meeting lj|gt there had been 
a s much a s s ix months after 
a^cow had been shipped to 
market before s o m e operators 
were told that a reactor had 
come out of their herd. When 
the cattle w^re placed under 
quarantine by the State, the 
operators were told that they, 
would rece ive $40 per r e a c ­
tor from the Federal Govern-
meht when they went to s laugh­
ter . F r o m January 1975 to 
March 19, 1975 we have had to 
se l l 132 condemned cows . At 
this date we have rece ived 
Indenuiity on o n l ^ three cows. 
Evisn though the Federal Gov­
ernment i s paying the indem­
nity, I think it i s the Texas 
Animal Health Commission 
that Is getting the c r i t i c i s m . 

From what you have told 
me, your personal experience 
has been pretty much like 
ours. Prior to 1968 al l of our 
replacements had been v a c ­
cinated for a good many years . 
Some of them were officially 
vaccinated by a vet, but we 
vaccinated most of them when 
they were thrown down to be 
branded s o they were probably 
under six months of a g e . In 
May and June of 1968 our 
entire herd was tested, andwl 
did not have a single reactor . 
We were advised b y - * m e o n e 
whom we thought knew what 
he was talking about not to 
vaccinate any more s ince we 
were clean. However, in 1971 
reactors started cropping up 
so we went back to vacc inat­
ing. The hei fers that w e didn't 
vaccinate in 1968, 69 and.70 
are Just about al l gone. 

If your economic impact 

will be their conchislon, the 
present program should be 
abolished. Continue testing at 
all markets (where there are 
reactors , use more than one 
test) , and i mark all reactors 
" T o be sold for slaughter 
only". Cut out the indemnity 
payments but let the vac­
cine be available to all pro­
ducers to use themselves , and 
urge them to vaccinate their 
calves at three to s ix months 
of age. The official vaccina­
tion doesn't s eem to mean 
anything to your commission 
or the Department of Agricul­
ture anyway, and there would 
be no cheating if indemnity i s 
not paid. If the producer had 
the vace fm he would be able 
to work the vaccinating Into his 
schedule without having to call 
a vet whenever his calves 
reach the proper age. If he 
should use the vaccine on an 
older animal and then want to 
se l l i t , the producer would 
run the risk of having to se l l 
it on a restr icted market. 

If there Is no program for 
the eradication of brucel los is 
In Texas, quarantine stations 
conveniently located about the 
Siate would have to be set up 
for thofit who wish to ship 
stocker cattle to clean areas . 
The stations would have to be 
maintained ()y your Commis ­
sion, but the expense of keep

The 
ideas expressed In your letter 
of July 23 surely deserve con­
sideration at this t ime, when 
the cattle industry i s looking 
at alternatives to our present 
eradication program. 

As you know, the Texas Ani­
mal Health Commission has 
called for a public hearing to 
be held in Austin on September 
4th to consider the United 
States Department of Agricul­
ture's required changes in 
Texas bruce l los i s regula­
tions. 

The twenty odd changes gen­
erally make the regulations 
more res tr ic t ive . Two or 
three of the proposed changes 
are major and give me con­
siderable concern. They are: 

1) Mandatory testing at f irst 
poiht of concentration - poses 
some real problems for the 
markets as well as cowmen. 

2) "S" branding of all "nega-
tive-em^sed" cattle without 

3) Redefinition of "herd" 
(for purposes of quarantine) 
to cover all cattle and all 
property •- at the discretion 
of Texas Animal Health Com­
mission. I 

Hiese aqd other aspect$ of 
the proposed changes will be 
discussed and weighed against 
possible restrictions on 
movement of Texas cattle at 
the September 4th hearing. 

I suggest all Interested cow­
men be at the hearing and give 
us the benefit "of their think­
ing.
