Headaches, irritability, 
sleeplessness and feelings of 
extreme fatigue may be per­
sonal indicators of stress. 

Peopto face many stressful 
situations each day, but what 
is upsetting to one person 
may not affect others. 

A person's prior experi­
ences and attitudes toward tbe 
situation affect his own reac­
tions. The intensity and dura­
tion of the experiences also 
help determine how stressful 
the situation will be. 

Stress often resulte when 
there is a change in the fam­
ily's normal routine and no 
ready solution to the situa­
tion. People experience 
stress when there is a conflict 
io what they and others con­

sider to be important. ' 
Stress may develop when 

one expects too much of him­
self or when he feete threat-
aned by criticism or failure.

Guidelines For 
Brucellosis-
Free Herd 
Cattlemen in Cotorado County 

can take certain steps to 
assure a brucellosis-free 
herd. 

The following guidelines are 
suggested: 

1. Buy herd replacements 
from known bruceUosls-free 
herds. 

2. Isolate and test all herd 
replacemente. R6test re­
placements in 60 days. 

3. Practice calf vaccination 
if exposure Is likely. Vac­
cinate three- to' six-roonth-
old heifer calves with Strain 
No. 19 vaccine to build resis­
tance to brucellosis infection^ 

4. Keep fences in good repair 
to keep infected animate out 
of your herd. 

5. If possible, separate all 
animate before calving, since 
cattte often get the disease 
by sniffing and licking an 
aborted calf or a full-term 
calf from an Infecj^ cow. 

6. Test all anlm&ls that abort 
or give birth to dead or weak 
offspring. 

7. Consult your veterinarian 
on herd health problems regu­
larly. 

8. Encourage cooperation in 
the fight to eradicate brucel­
losis. 

Brucellosis is a serious 
disease In that infected cat­
tle generally lose 20 percent 
of their milk producing ability. 
They have abortions, sterility 
problemK, and become stow 
breeders. Infected herds can 
have 40 percent fewer calves. 

Since there Is no cure for 
the disease, proper manage­
ment practices are the only 
answer to preventing *the 
spread of brucellosis. A na­
tionwide state-federal eradi­
cation program is underway, 
with 30 states presently "cer­
tified ^us^Uf^jfna.'! - -

^ ^JHpnicellojgs 
era(«cation j>r6gMm is being 
•directed by the Texas Ani­
mal Health Commission. The 
program involves locating in­
fected herds, containing the 
infection and helping owners of 
Infected herds to eliminate the 
disease. 

Additional information on 
brucellosis in q t̂tle is avail­
able at the county Extension 
office. 

Control Internal 
Parasites 

Cattlemen should give par­
ticular attention to controlling 
internal parasites in cattle 
during this time of the year, 
said County Extension Agent 
P. Johnnie Cooper. 

Stomach worms can pose a 
major health threat to late 
winter and spring calves. The 
mild winter atong with recent 
weather conditions have been 
favorable for the development 
of these parasites. 

Another factor pointing to 
a buildup of internal parasites 
this summer is the increased 
number of cattle on farms. 
Overstocking is evident on 
many pastures and ranges. 

Using clean pastures helps 
reduce problems from inter­
nal parasites. I suggest mov­
ing cattte to small grain and
