Healu Commission were on 
hand Thursday nigbt, August 
14, at the El Campo L4vestoCk 
Commission bam to explain 
the changes in the rules and 
regulation of the brucellosis 
program. Due to the short 
notice the seats at the salas 
ring were just about half full; 

Gardner C. Duncan, Eagle 
Lake rancher̂  attended the 
meeting and reported that one 
of the principal changes pro­
posed is to have all breed­
ing cattle tested at the time 
they go through a market in 
order to assure rapid trace 
back. At thtf^reaeot time the 
blood is not drawn until they 
are slaughtered. The auction 
markets may oppose this 
change, he noted. 

Cattle that are in the same 
herd with a reactor are con­
sidered exposed and must be 
kept under quarantine as be­
fore. But under the new rules 
if these cattle are shipped for 
slaughter or to a quarantined 
feed lot they will have to be 
branded with a S on the jaw. 
The reactors are branded B^ 
as before and a $ ^ bdemnity 
paid on them. As of now there 
is no indemnity forth com­
ing on the S-cattle if they 
are shipped for slaughter. 

"Official ft-uceUosis Vkc-
cinatlon" is being amended to 
allow vaccination of helf^< 
calves between tiro and six 
months of age for dairy breeds 
and two and ten months of 
age for beef breed. The vac­
cinations must be done by 
a veterinarian, and it is rec­
ommended that calves be vac­
cinated by the time they are 
six months old so that they 
will not react to a test lyhen 
they are mature. 

There are 47 counties in 
Texas that are considered free 
of the disease. On the maps 
given out at the meeting it 
was shown that on December 
31,. 1974 there were no "cer­
tified brucellosis free" coun­
ties in Oklahoma, Louisiana, 
and Nebraska. Kansas, Mis­
souri, and Mississippi had a 
few "free" counties. A good 
many counties in both Arkansas 
and New Mexico were "certi­
fied brucellosis free." Florida 
was the ohly state on the At­
lantic coast that had the dis­
ease, and there were none on 
the Pacific coast with it. •
