Geese Ends Dec. 12, 

Ducks on Nov. 30 
A 72-day goose hunting sea­

son and a 60 day duck season, 
both in split sections, were 
approved for Texas hunters 
for the forthcoming 1975-76 
shooting season in the meeting 
of the Texas Parks and Wild­
life Commission last Friday. 
The new regulations were in 
accordance with federal guide­
lines. Marvin Tyler of Altair 
and David Wlntermann of Eagle 
Lake were among those on 
hand for the meeting of the 
Commission. 

The goose and duck seasons 
will open concurrently on Nov. 
1st b,ut the first section of 
the duck season will end on Nov. 
30th and the first half of the 
goose season will end on 

fivtii BIKI Will 1 vui: 

through Jan. I8th. . Shooting 
hours will be from one-half 
hour before sunrise to sunset 
again for the 1975-76 season. 

The 72-day goose season and 
the 60-day duck season added 
two days to .each of the sea- . 
sons, as compared to the 1974-
75 regulations. 

BAG LIMITS 
The d$dly bag limits for 

geese will remain the same as 
last year, five birds with 
not more than one Canada OR 
one white-fronted or speckled 

bellied goose in the bag of five. 
The possession limit f̂or two 
days of hunting) will'also be 
five, but the possession limit 
may include two dark geese. 

Ducks will be under the 
point system but with some 
very favorable changes. "Hie 
dally bag Umlt wlU be 100 
points, but the 10-polnt group 
will Include this year the pop­
ular pintail or sprig drakes 
and hens, and all species of 
teal. Last year the green-
wings were a 15 point bird 
and the pintails 15 points. 

Other 10-polnt ducks will 
include gadwalls, scaig) and 
apoonbllls. Mallard drakes, 
or greenheads, were reduced 
this year from 35 to 25 points 
and both sexes of the nî ttlstS 
or black mallard ducks will 
be 25-pointers.

International 
Sunday School 

Lesson 
(II Timothy 1:6-10; 2:1-7) 
A widely acclaimed surgeon 

told a television interviewer 
the story of his success. 
"After years at scbooUng I 
Taalliad that I could settle 
down and be a reasonably good 
practioner of my specialty. 
Then, I twcame obsessed with 
a desire to make a major 
Break-through for the sake of 
my patients. I read every­
thing I could find in my area, 
I taUced with the leading men. 
I visited the places where 
-experiments were being done. 
I asked questions about why 
surgeries succeeded and fail­
ed. 1 drove myself to perfect 
my personal skill in tteciwr-
atlng room. Growing Into the 
best surgeon possible became 
my consuming goal," be ex­
plained. 

Growth Is demandini^ 
Whether we want to growpro-
feeslODally, educatlooally, or 
spiritually, there Is price to be 
{Mid. The Apostle Paul wrote 
his second letter to Timothy 
only a brief time before be 
was executed for the crime of 
being a Christian. The letter 
was wrlttan to encourage the 

growth of the young minister. 
The aged apostle used his own 
example as as encouragement 
to Timothy. He also issued a 
strong challenge for the youn­
ger man to discipUne himself 
in every way for the purpose 
of Incoming spiritually ma­
ture and effective in service. 

Growth frequently demands 
overcoming our fears. Tim­
othy apparently was timid. 
Paul explained to him that 
God did not Intend for this 
trait to keep us from His ser­
vice. For this reason, God 
equips us with power, love 
and seU control. Facing dan­
gers tiecomes much easier 
when we know that we have 
the iimer 'resources to keep 
us from fleeing in the face 
of danger. 

The discipUned Ufe of the 
soldier provided an example 
for Paul as he urged the young 
preacher toward maximum 
growth. The soldier expects 
suffering. He never looks for 
It. When it comes, he accepts 
it without complaint. The 
soldier gives himself in sin­
gle-minded dedication to his 
job. Distractions are avoided. 
The athleto in the agony of 
disdpUnec practice provided 
Paul another picture. So did 
the farmer who ignores the 
elements in order to plant 
and care for his crop. All 
of these pictures portray the 
importance of ignoring hard­
sh ips and difficulties that 
stand In the way of Christian 
growth. They encourage self 
discipUne under the control 
of God. 

Our own growth should not 
be our only concern. Paul also
