Metrrc 
Conversion Art 

(By Cong. J. J. Pickle) 
After years of debate, the 

House of Representatives 
week t)efore last finally took a 
step to catch us up with the 
rest of the world. By a 300-
63 vote, it passed the Metric 
Conversion Act to provide for 
an orderly and voluntary changf 
to the metric system In 
America. 1 have urged we 
make this effort for many 
years and hope we are now on 
the road. 

The United States will be 
the vet-y last major country of 
the world to make this change, 
and the approval of this legis­
lation comes -none too soon. 
Contrary to popular be­
lief, converting to metric Is 
not really something we could 
decide whether to do or not. 
The change is alread}' taking 
place--ln Industry, In govern­
ment, and even creeping into 
our private lives. The only 
choice we face today is wtw-
tber to let this change go on 
in a haphazard and costly way, 
or wtiether to make up our 
minds and go ahead and 
orchestrate the change over a 
reasonable period and at mini­
mal cost. 

The bill passed by Congress 
calls for a totally voluntary 
conversion and sets up a 25-
member Metric Board to co­
ordinate efforts.

Rice High Sch09rHe«iil F'opt-
ball Coach Dee Mackey was 
the guest speaker at the meet­
ing of the Eagle Lake Rotary 
Club on W^nesday of last 
week and he brought with him 
some of the enthusiasm that 
has been demonstrated by the 
Rice Raiders football team at 
the beginning of the 1975 sche­
dule.
