On November 4, 1975, the 

voters of Texas will cast what 
will undoubtedly be the most 
important vote of their life­
time. On that day, a proposed 
new constitution for Texas 
will be submitted to the voters 
in eight separate^ parts on 
which Texans can vote on any 
one or all of the proposals. 
This new 'constitution, t h e 
basic contract between Tex­
ans and their state govern­
ment, was the result of hard 
work by various groups over 
the last two years. As both 
a delegate to the Constitutional 
Convention in 1974 and a leg­
islator in the I97S Texas Leg­
islature, I spent some time 
and effort iii producing the 
document.-

It Is not my intention thtmgh 
to use these weekly articles 
to try to sell the constitution, 
and with-that thought In mind, 

im> 4 r >«5^ftiJw^^^lr7cs''• 
sible. However it is my in­
tention to Inform the voters 
of District 30 as to what the 
proposed ^constitution can or 
will do.̂  It would certainly t>e 
regr triable for Texans to cast 
t h i s , their most important 
vote, without honestly reaJlz-
ing what they are voting on.' 
If Texans vote against the 
p r o p o s e d constitution, it 
should not be because they 
are voting in ignorance or 
f rom the fear ignorance 
breeds; rather, that negative 
decision should be an Intel- -
ligent preference for the pre­
sent constitution. 

On the ballot on November . 
4, 1975, there will be eight 
separate propositions. These 
propositions can each be voted 
on separately and the proposed 
constitution is written so that 
voters can adopt any combin­
ation, all, or none of the pro­
positions. During the next 
eight weeks, I hope to discuss 
each of the e i ^ t proposals so 
that 00 November 4 you can 
step into the voting booth aware 
of- the meaning of these pro-

. positions. 
What will appear as Pro­

position No. 3 on the ballot i 
deals-jrlth the Voting-andEle c-

article of the constitution 
establishes the qualifications, 
for voting and describes the 
procedure for elections. A 
qualified voter must be 18 
years of age or older who 
meets the residence and voter 
registration requirements 
provided by the legislature. 
Hqwever, any person who has 
t)een convicted of a felony and 
for that felony is imprisoned, 
paroled, or on probation or 
any person who has been 
determined mentally Incom­
petent by a court is denied 
the right to vote. Finally, 
property ownership is an ad­
ditional qualification for vot­
ers In a bond election. Re­
garding elections, all voting 
must be by secret ballot; and 
the legislature can establish 
residence, voter registration, 
and absentee voting require­
ments to insure the elections 
are administered fairly and 
honestly. 

The voter qualification and 
elections provisions of the 

proposed constitution are 
quite similar to the present 
requirement*. Today, per­
sons under 18 years of age, 
idiots and lunatics, pau­
pers, and felons are disquali­
fied •from vptlng. The pro­
posed constitution does appear 
to allow felons who have al­
ready served or who are off 
parole or probation to be able 

.to vote. Today, property own-
^ershlp is still a reqtiirement of 
bond election voting, and resi­
dence and registration re­
quirements must still be met. 
Finally, today voting is quar-
anteed only to be by ballot 
—secrecy is not a require­
ment.

,ed to the Houston-Galveston 
Area Council. 

These funds have now been 
ciit off and Mr. Rayburn ex­
plained that the thirteen coun­
ties, exclusive of Harris coun­
ty, will be divided Into three 
areas, and commissioners' 
courts in each of the counties 
are being asked to finance 
the contlmutlon of the pro­
grams. 

County Judge Lester Cranek 
explained that persons who 
are convicted of driving while 
intoxicated, are In addition to 
a fine and or jail sentence, 
sentenced by the court to at­
tend court classes. The class­
es InthiscountyareatSp.m. 

each Monday night and all 
persons cdnvtcted of any vio­
lation involving use of alcohol 
must attend these classes. 

Mr. Rayburn, a self-admit­
ted alcoholic who has been 
off the booze for 17 years, 
told the court tha^ "Every 
tour minutes on route-tomit: 
from Houston you have a 
driver heading toward you un­
der the Influence of alcohol." 

He told of the success of 
the educational program pro­
vided In the court classes and 
stated that statistics show that 
less than one-half of one per 
cent of those geing through 
the classes return for alco­
holic offenses. 

Rayburn said that if the 
county went along with the four 
other counties in this region, 
Austin, Wharton and Fort B|pnd 
have already joined the pro­
gram and Matagorda county 
is to consider the matter this 
week, the. cost to the five 
counties would be $3600 each 
per year. This would enable
