New Constitution 

Is Discussed 
(By Rep. John Wllsoo) 

On November 4tfa, the citi­
zens d Texas will vote on the 
proposed new Texas Constitu­
tion. The voters will be faced 
with eight separate proposals 
so that they can accept none, 
any, or all of the ei^t pro­
posals. Weekly articles from 
now to November 4 will at­
tempt to explain the eight 
articles. Last week, the Voter 
Qualifications and Elections 
proposal was explained. This 
week, the Education Article 
will be discussed. 

As in the present Qonstitu-
tion, a system of free public 
schools below the'cQllegetevel 
Is re<iulred in the proposed 
consdtutlfm. tlowever, the 
proposed Education Article 
wlU specifically require "an

Boodsmaybe 
sold relying on the Perman­
ent University Fond tofinance 
constructleo of permanent im­
provements — buildlncs, li­
brary books, etc. Bonds may 
be pledged only to S0% of the 
Permanent University Fund. 

One section in the Ednca-
Uoo Article Is totally new 
from the present constitution. 
For tbose public ^enlor col­
leges and universities not in 
either the A&lf or UT system, 
a Higher Bducation Fond has 
been establl«bed. A state ad 
valorem tax not to exceed lOf 
per $100 valuation win be util­
ized to finance this new fund. 
On a complex formula, the 
proceeds of this fund are to be 
allocated to the 17 colleges and 
universities to finance con­
struction projects at tliose 
schools.

Final­
ly, the State Board of Educa­
tion which supervises the 
operation of the state educa­
tional system Is to continue to 
operate. Members of the State 
Board of Education are to be 
elected from various sections 
of the state. 

In the area of school finance, 
the methods of financing the 
schools are the same as the 
present methods. Of course, 
the ad valorem tax will con­
tinue to be utilized. However, 
proposed changes in the meth­
od of appraisal and valuation 
of property will be different, 
but these items will be fur­
ther discussed in the Finance 
Article discussion in I^er 
weeks. 

The proposed constitution 
continues to recognize the 
Permanent School Fund, the 
Available School Fund, and the 
County Public School Fund.
