Protect Trees

that tree," should be the cry 
of every family that is having 
a new home built on a lot that 
contains any desirable trees. 

Of course, one can't savj» -

construction starts, ttt this 
way you can decide which trees 
you will want to keep and which 
can be sacrificed to properly 
locate the house on the lot. 

After the initial evaluation, 
determine which of the exist­
ing trees are worth saving on 
the basis of location, size, 
vigor, species and aesthetic 
value. If the trees are valuable 
enough to save, you caneasily 
justify the expense and effort 
needed to protect them during 
construction. 

Once you have decided which 
trees are ideally located, 
healthy, vigorous, with desir­
able characteristics, mark 
them well and protect them 
from equipment damage. Bar­
ricades or fences WiU indicate 
to bulldozer operators and 
other construction workers 
not to disturb these particular 
trees as they clear the lot for 
construction. 

Protecting trees during 
construction will put you years 
ahead on your landscape plan 
since it takes yearp to produce 
a good-sized tree.
