Gardens 
Even gardens can reflect 

the. Bicentennial "Spinit of 
'76". Homeowners are en- . 
cburaged to begin making 
plans for colorful landscapes 
that will provide an abundance 
of Bicentennial colors. 

Plantings of red, white and 
blue flowers are sure to add 
interest and variety to any 
garden. 

Flowers should be grouped 
closely together, not scattered 
all over a -yard. Only a few 
main colors' should be used 
to pinpoint interest and catch 
the eye. A grouping of one 
color is more striking than a 
lot of different colors scat­
tered about. 

Plant only as many annual 
and perennial flowers as can 
be easily taken care of. More 
flowers mean more watering, 
pruning, spraying, fertilizing 
and dividing. 

Among flowers that are 
available in red, white and 
blue colors are petunias, ver­
bena, anemones, ranunculus 
and phlpx. Flqwew.that.are.. 
good for red and white plant­
ings or arrangements are 
gladioli, dahlias, asters, 
amaryllis, impatiens, zin­
nias, geraniums and snap­
dragons. 

Flowers which can be used 
in all-blue groupings include 
pansies, larkspurs, morning 
glories, plumbagos and corn­
flowers.

There's not one reason for 
topping trees. In fact nine 
times in 10, there's no reason 
for pruning at all if you have 
kept the tree hale and hearty^ 

2. Prune At The Right 
Season. Deciduous trees and 
shrubs, vines, ground covers 
and evergreens should all be 
pruned now. An exception to 
the rule: Prune spring-
flowering shrubs like azaleas, 
forsythis, bridal wreath and 
gardenias after they flower. 
Wait until Feb. 5-20 toprunjL 
hybrid tea roses. 

3. Use Proper Tools. Hand 
shears arefineforsmalltwigs 
under one-half Jnch in diame-
ter. Long-handled lopping 

shears ire fine for timber 
one-half to one inch in size. 
For lop over one inch use a 
pruning saw. For work high 
in the trees, buy or rent long-
handled pole ^runers and 
saws. 

4. Mkke All Cuts Flush With 
The ^runk. Stubs don't heal 
properly. As year's pass they 
decay and the. detexloratlOB 
spreads on down thetnink until 
the tree blows over in the wind. . 
- 5. Seal Big Cuts With 
Pruning Paint. Their mater­
ials dry hard to retard in­
sects and disease. 

6. Repair Damaged Plants 
At Once. As important as 
seasonallvprunlng^s, It'seven 
more important that you keep 
your plants' healthy year- ^ 
round. • • 

7. Use Common Sense Wheh 
Pruning. Beware of limbs 
that may fan over power lines 
or on top of your head. 

8.„ Always Prune After 
Transplanting. This is parti­
cularly important for balled 
and bare-rooted plants, espe­
cially the big ones. You'll 
be compensating for roots lost 
in the digging. 

9. Beware.Of The Door-To-
Door Pruner. Rely on 
established- businesses with 
years of reputation.
