He experienced the
normal hargships of colonial
life on the edge of the wilder-
nesz, He learned thai life was
difficult. This belped maks
him become strong and pa-
tiant,

Betwesen the years of 1747-
52, Washington was a sur-
veyor; one of his most favor-
able things to explore was the
frontler. In 1748 he became a
professional survlyor, Later
in life Washington became in-
terested In milltary action, At
the age of 23 Washington was
promoted o Ileulrnnnr
colonel,

On January 6, laﬁ-ﬁ Waush-
Ington married Hra Martha
Dandridge Costis. She was 2
widow, glght months older than
Washington, He bscame a
loving stepfather to Martha's
two children,

On May 10, 1775, Washing-
ton was elected Commander in
R'ﬁ-t. Washington led & sur-
prising attack on the Hessian
of Trenton, N.J, In December
of 1776. He won a great vic-
tory in this crossing of the
Delaware River,

By the summer of 1788
encugh states had approved the
Constitutlons so the govern-
mant could be organized, They
ik for gramted that he
would be the first president.

The first veto by Washington
of Congresslonal legislation
was made In April, 1792,
Washington was disturbed as
he saw that Jefferson and
Hamliton were more and more
wilh each other. Men and
nowspapers  who supporied
Hamilion's views of a sirong
national government called
themselves Federalisis. «In
1792, Washington began to make
plans for retiremant. In May
he asked Madison to prepare
him a farewell address,

Bome of the quotitions (Fom
his farewell address were:
“The unity of Government
which constitutes you one
people, . s a main Pillar
In the Edifica of youf real
independence., And the Rell-
glon and Moralily . .reason
and sxparience both fortid us
to accept that national moral-
ity can prevall in exclusion of
religious principle. .
