REKECTIOKS ON 

International 
Sunday School 

lesson 
(Matthew 14:33-45; 15:21-28.) 

A ten-yearrold boy was 
asked to define "faith." He 
replied: "Faltti is beheve'n. 
what you know ain't so." His 
attltO'de reflects a view of 
faith many possess. The Bible " 
takes a much different view of 
what faith Is though. FaUh 
looks beyond what meets the 
eye and recognizes thatCjOdis 
In control of the world. Faith 
never ignores evidence but 
filters that evidence through 
the personal knowledge that 
God Is actively acting in behalf 
of his people. Faith acts In 
light of our knowledge of the 
nature of God rather than in 
light of apparent limitations. 

Several incidents in the 
Gospel of Matthew Illustrate 
the actions of people who were 
controlled by faith. In chap-
ter'fourteen we find an account 
of the disciples as they were 
out fishing on the Sea of Cal-
Ulee. Jesus came walking on 
the water toward the boat and 
they were naturally frighten­
ed. They assumed that it had 
to be a ghost. Jesus called 
to them and told them not tc 
be afraid. The disciples 
recognized that it had to be 
Jesus. Impulsive Peter.asked 
to have the power to walk to 
Jesus on the water. .He start-

-,ed out wjBll_but,4«. "the first 
tiny wave lashed over his 
toes he took his eyes off Jesus 
and concentrated on the 
water." Immediately he be­
gan to sink. Jesus had to 
rescue his fearful disciple. 

Faith is frequently chal­
lenged by Imposslblllti'es. Wr 
ajCjiiiiTtp that certalnthlngsare 
not within the reach of our 
abilities. Too quickly we 
forget that "we never test the

resources of God until we 
attempt the innposslble." 
Walking on the water was not 
necessary forfeter. Still, It 
was something he could'not do 
alone. Jesus allowed him to 
do it so that his faith could 
grow to meet other Impor­
tant challenges. Jesus wanted 
him to know that God's abiU-
ties are never challenged when 
we limit our faith to our own 
abihty to accomplish things. 

A second incident is record­
ed in Matthew, chapter fifteen. 
A pagan Canaanite woman ap­
proached Jesus and asked him 

.i_to heal her daug t̂e;*. Jesus 
entei^d into a vigorous ex­
change of words with her. He 
indicated that he had come to 
be the Jewish Messiah and 
that his first responsibility 
was to them. The implication 
was that she had no right td 
ask him for help:". She knew 
that the Jews referred to the 
Canaanites as "dogs" and 
indicated that even though thê  
food placed on the table was 
for the children, that the pup-
pies'under the table got the 
scraps. Jesus responded to 
her faith by healing the daugh­
ter. ....»..™-

Jesus' treatment of this 
woman seems harsh on the 
surface. He knew her well 
enough to know tliat his gentle 
rebuke would increase her 
faith. A tiny challenge pan­
icked Peter. Fortunately, God 
never treats -people Uke 
everyone came off the same 
mold at an assembly line. He 
permits us to face the diffi­
culties that will make our faith 
stronger. He encourages us to 
trust Gq^ to do things beyond 
our human limitations. When 
we see our faith rewarded by 
God's activity then we are able 
to continue to beHeve God can 
meet our neeils In the future. 
The more we are able to trust 
God the more, he is able to 
accomplish exceptional things 
in the world througbour lives.

Select Seed 

To Avoid 

Corn Leaf Blight 
We urge all com growers 

in the county to obtain "nor­
mal cytoplasm" seed corn to 
prevent southe;'n com leaf 
blight in this year's crop, llie 
"T-cytoplasm" seed com is 
susceptible to the blight fungus 
and may spell trouble If con­
ditions, are right for disease 
development. 

A quick check of the tag on 
the seed bag will indicate 
which type' of cytoplasm the 
seed contains. 

Southern leaf blight caused 
drastic losses, to "the com 
crop on a national basis In 
1970. Ahhoo^ the dlstast 
was not serloDS In Texas that 
year, many growers in 
Colorado • County had crop 

^ ^ l u r e s last year due to 
southern *corn leaf bll^t. In 
all cases growers who had the 
problem were growing the 
susceptible "T-cytoplasm" 
corn. 

The corn leaf bUght fungus 

overwinters In crop residue 
and produces spores that In­
fect corn during the spring 
growing season. Under ideal 
conditions the fungus can com­
plete its life cycle In 60 to 72 
hours. This means that the 
disease sitaiatlon can literal­
ly explode overnight when 
warm, wet conditions occur. 

The disease causes spots on 
leaves, stalks and ears. The 
fungus penetrates ears and 
causes them to turn black and. 
decay. 

Slnc^^t^ disease spores 
will be UHmdant in areas 
where the disease occurred
