Assignment To

Supt, t. A. Krlvacka painted 
a confident picture of the 
financial situation for Rice 
schools Jn the future but 
added some not so rosy notes 
that indicate that school taxes 
are going up next year due 
primarily to the Increase 
in the local fund assignment 
under legislation passed by 
the state Legislature in 1975, 

The superlntend(»nt discuss­
ed finances in the district, 
past, present and future before 
the Rice District's Planning 
Council on Wednesday eve­
ning in the A4pilnlstratlon 
H4ilMlng in Altair. 

'In tiie 1976-77 8ch»)l year 
the Rice District's local fund 
assignment, as required un­
der the present legislation, 
will go 14) about $100,000, from 
$500,000 to $600,000," noted 
Supt, Krlvacka. .. "Provided 
that the district holds the 
current |IS million in valua-

.U«ft,''^tie additional funds to 
local fUtMi.assignment will 
require an Increase in the tax 
rate for local maintenance 

from $1.38 per $100 valuation 
to the $1.50 maximum permit­
ted by state law." 

He noted, "This would enable 
the district only to hold Its own, 
at the present level, without 
taking liito consideration In­
creases that mlgtit come a-
bout through inflation." 

BELT TIGHTENING DUE 
He noted ihat some b«lt-

tightening will t)e In order; 
and If the valuations drop 
from depletion of the Sheri­
dan field or for some other 
reasons, then it is possible 
that some cuts will be in the 
offing. One solution to the 
situation, since the district 
would be at the maximum $1.S0 
tax rate If the Increase Is 
approved as expected would be 
to Increase the percentage of 
assessment. The district 

ago raising the percentage of 
assessment to actual value 
from 35 to 40 per cent. 

Another thorny issue in 
"Ayii-n will be thk additional 
burden placed on the district 
by recent court rulings that 
set out that schools Inxthis 
state may not collect fees for 
workbooks, use of towels in 
physical education classes and 
others. He estimated that 
this will bring an additional 

cost of from $12,000to$15,000 
to the district taxpayers in 
the 1976-77 school year. . 

Despite these financial 
issues, the superintendent 
noted that the district con­
tinues in excellent financial 
condition. The district does 
have a surplus of some $150,-
000 which he said i s needed 
to get the school into operation 
A«<,K i/Aar until such time as 
taxes for the current year 
begin to come in. Supt. Krl­
vacka said the $150,000 
surplus is probably a min­
imum that the district would 
like to maintain, but added 
that a surplus to match two 
months of operation or about 
$300,000 would be ideal 
and would be the optimum. 

PER PUPIL COSTS 
Supt. Krlvacka opened his 

rpmarks bv noting that the 
per pupil costs in the Rice 
District are estimated at 
$1125 as compare<^to a state 
average of $1009 but added 
that much of this cost Is as­
sessed to salaries of teachers. 
He said that In 1975-76, the 
average pay to teachers was
