Wintermann 
Discusses Rice 
At Rotary Meet 

David Winterm.inn was the 
speaker at the meeting of the 
Eagle Lake. Rotary Club on 
Wednesday-of las: week and 
he reviewed the rice situa­
tion as it affects the local 
econoniy. 

He pointed out that large 
surpluses of rice carried 
over from 197" crop and 
a new rice program have 
put a dim light on the rice 
situation for 1976. 

Wintermann noted that pro­
duction of nriOO pounds of rice 
per acre (an average for this 
area) will require a price of 
$6.25 per hundredweight for 
the producer To break even 
on the costs oi production. 

Under the new legislation 
the loan value is SO.00 per 
cwt. but the program .sets 
up a target price support based 
on average sa'les of rice. He 
noted that at $8.00 per Cwt. 
the farmer can "get by, but 
it won't be the easy time 
that has been seen in t\w 
years past." 

Wintermann stated that 
approximately 334.000 cwt. of 
197̂  rice handled by the Eagle 
Lake American Rice Growers 
Association office went into 
the government loan program 
because of the low market 
prices created by surpluses 
of rice. 

The speaker noted further 
that membership on the Na­
tional Rice AdvisoryCommit-
tee has placed the farmer.^ 
in the minority and as a result 
the farmer's voice in future 
legislation will be weakened.

One of the youth employment 
programs slated this summer ^ 
in Texas Is the Youth Con- ' 
servatlon Corps program. The 
YCC, funded by the U.S. De­
partments of Agriculture and 
Interior, Is a work and en-
vlronmental education pro« 
gram for both male and (emale 
youth from all economic sec­
tors of society. 

As stated In a previous 
news bulletin, the Attwater 
Prairie Chicken National 
WUdUfe Refuge (eight miles 
northeast of Eade Lake) has 

been «elected as a YCC camp 
site for the period of June 7 
through July 30, 1976. It wiU 
be a non-resldentlal, coedu­
cational camp, and enrollment 
has recently beenlncreasedto 
40 enro}lees. Eachenrollee 
participating throughout the 
eight week course will receive 
$528.00. 

Applicants must have at­
tained age 15 by June 1, 1976, 
and not be 19 before August 31, 
1976; be permanent residents 
of the United States, its terri­
tories, or possessions; have a 
desire to work In the outdoors 
and become Uivolved In the 
develupuieiit-aiKHnalntenanoe 
of the Nation's natural en­
vironment; have no history of 
serious criminal or other 
antisocial behavior that might 
jeopardize their safety or that 
of others; be physically quail-
fled to participate fully in 
various work and training pro­

jects of the YC(? camp pro­
gram; have or be able to ob­
tain parental or legal guardian 
consent to enroll In the pro­
gram; and have a social secur­
ity number prior to entrance 
Into th* program. 

Youth Interested and eli­
gible should complete an ap­
plication form available 
through the Texas Employ­
ment Commission Office, 1629 
7th Street, Bay City, Texas 
77414, or the local high school 
counselor. (You don't have to 
be attending high schiool to par­
ticipate.) Application forms 
should be completed and re­
turned to reach the Texas 
Eiupluyiiient Cum. office no 
later than April 16. 

Final screening and selec­
tion of referrals will be done 
by late April or early May. 
Each applicant will be noti­
fied by letter ct the selec­
tion results. Anyone not notl-
fled of such results by May 14. 

can assume that he/she has not 
been selected and should pro­
ceed with other plans for the 
summer. Interested youths 
should realize that a limited 
number of positions is pro-
Ylded In YCC and that if the 
number of applicants should 
greatly'exceed the available 
positions, then many youth 
cannot be selected. It is anti­
cipated that in the next year 
or two, the overall program 
will expand to allow more par­
ticipants.
