art Of Magnet 
School Program 

Houstop children are getting 
an exciting outdoor exper­
ience, many of them in the 
'country' for the first time, at 
the Country Camp and Recrea­
tion Area located on Farm 
Road five miles south of Co­
lumbus. The CountryCamp 
is a project of R. C, (Judge) 
Tolblrt whose family owns the 
353 acre property. 

Tolblrt was awarded a con­
tract to provide an outdoor 
learning center for the Hous­
ton Independent School Dis­
trict under the Magnet School 
Plan, and 120 fifth graders 
spend a portion of a week 
at the Country Canjp site. 

Country Camp is one of 
three outdoor classroom fa-

- cllities_uiS8er the Magnet Plan. 
One is at Trinity in East 
Texas and one at Friends-
wood, giving the youngsters 
an opportunity to spend a por­
tion of their week In outdoor 
classroom study at each of the 
locations in a,.variety of en­
vironments-. AtCountryCamp 
they visit a rolling landscape 
with huge liveoaks; at Tjlnlty 
there are the traditional East 
Texas Piney Woods; and at 
Friendswood the youth are 
introduced to a Gulf Coast 
environment. The students 
spend some time at either 
two or three of the camps 
during their week of Outdoor 
Clasa-oom instruction. 

At the Country Camp, Judge 
Tolblrt has a staff of over 
twenty counselors and assis­
tants. He said the counselors 
are mostly college students 
and they come from all over 
the nation to participate in 
the experience. They live in 
facilities at the CountryCamp 
and join in providing personal 
supervision at all times for 
the visiting youngsters. 

Headlight editor Fred R. 
Frnka and Mrs. Frnka visit­
ed the camp recently at Mr. 
Tolblrt's invitation andenjoy-
ed luijch with the students 
and counselors and adminis­
trative .staff. One hundred 
twenty fifth graders from Lan-
trip, Mading and Cunningham 
elementary schools in Hous­
ton n̂d th^ir ^teachers were 
at the camp at'that time, ar­
riving Thursday morning for 
a two day stay. Another group 

Of 120 students was due on 
I Monday and th?y*vislt at the 

camp until WednestJay when the> 
go to one of the other camps 
and vice versa. 

The Country Camp facili­
ties include the -large dining 
hall and meeting room, an ad­
ministration building, two 

dormitorvtype Iwildlngs that 
are divided so that small 
groups may be under super­
vision of one of the counselors 
for every minute that they are 
at the camp. 

The air-conditioned din­
ing hall has seating for 250 
and has a modern well-equip­
ped and well-staffed kitchen. 
Dormitory space is available 
f'-r 150 campers. 

Also there are facili­
ties; for art studies, a model 
farm program where the stu­
dents see farm equipment 
used In the past and present, 
as well as most animals seen 
on the farm. Also there are 
other camping facilities, and 
one of the large gravel pits 
that are plentiful on the ac­
reage serves as an archery 
and rifle range. B3 rifles are 
used on the range. 

There is also located on 
the facilities an infirmary and 
a nurse is available at all 
times in the event assistance 
is needed. 

Busy Schedule 
During the day's activities 

at the camp, the students 
are divided into groups of less 
than ten and are under per­
sonal supervision and instru­
ction 0 ^ counselor (some are 
young nien and some young 
women). The students take 
part in th^ "Fun & Nature" 
program, a kind of obstacle 
course where they have an 
opportunity to climb trees, 
suing on grapevines and many 
unusual outdoor activities far 
beyond the facilities found 
in the busy city. 

The youngsters collect rocks 
and in the art classes they 
learn to paint the rocks and 
to make other handcraft that 
they can take home as sou­
venirs of their visit to Coun­
try Camp. After a visit to 
the model'farm where garden­
ing i s explained, the students 
have an opportunity to see first 
hand anl mal s and f ac 11 Itie s that 
may be found on the model 
farm. Then to top off the 

experience, they have an 
opportunity to join in a hay 
ride on an old-fashioned wagon 
drawn by a pair of large 
Percheron horses that Mr. 
Tolblrt has brought to the 
Country Camp for this pur­
pose. The judge has also 
purchased a Percheron stud 
that he plans to use for breed­
ing purposes In fiopes of 
bringing back into the lime­
light in this area some of 
this breed that is bred pri­
marily for the purposes of 
drawing carriages and ŷ tt-
gons., " — — , - , 

Activities at the camp be­
gin with a hearty breakfast and 

"continue under supervision 
throughout the day, with an 
hour break for lunch. After 
the supper meal the stu­
dents have an opportunity to 
take part in group asSTifiblle; 
and programs and finally 
the li|Ws--go out at 9 p.m. 

There's no doubt that the 
youngsters, as tired as they 
might be, continue with "a 
dream come true" as they 
recount the experiences of the 
day at the Country Camp. 

Summer Camp Site 
The Judge says that he 

has plans for extensive sum­
mer activities at the camp, 
when the students will be out 

of school. The summer pro­
gram will be a private camp 
operation and will feature 
among other things atwoweek 
football clinic conducted by 
former Denver Bronco quar­
terback CharleyJohnson. Oth­
er pro sports activities and 
clinics are planned and there 
will also be special weeks for 
band camps, twirling camps, 
and cheerleading clinics. 

The recreation area in­
cludes a number of bas^-
stocked gravel pits for excel­
lent fishing. There ar^aMo 
hiking, motorcycle trails Mi 
motorcross racing and sim­
ilar events are being plan­
ned. For those with tra­
vel trailers and mobile homes 
who want to "get away from it 
all", ispaces are available at 
the Country Camp.

"Five of our nine section 
warehouses In this district 
have been hit in the past few 
months and the losses have 
been substantial," Ramert 
said.

"Despite our security ef-
forts and Intense Investigative 
work by local law enforce-
.ment officers, no significant 
clues have turned up. The 
burglars seem to strike quick­
ly late at night and avoid de­
tection by officers and nearby 
homeowneris. Our best hope 
Is that someone around the 
state will see the burglars at 
work and report the suspicious 
activity In time for apprehen­
sion. Undoubtedly, they use a 
van or pickup or even a trailer 
to cart off the heavy stolen
