HISTORY OF OUR FLAG 
Our flag is a proud symbol 

of the history of our people 
and our country. Its thir­
teen stripes for the original 
colonies and its star for every 
state - always serve to re­
mind us of our struggle from 
a small young country to the 
greatest nation on earth. 

June 14, 1777: Continental 
Congress decided the flae of 
the USA should have thirteen 
stripes, alternating red and 
white and 13 stars on a blue 
background %î  

September 13, 1814:Natloiii^ 
Anthem, "The Star jangled 
Banner" written by Frances 
Scott Key 

April 4,1818: Congress de­
cided the number of stripes 
would always be 13, that each 
new state be recognized by 
adding a star 

1950-1960: Two new states, 
Alaska (49th)andHawail(50th) 
joined the union; so now, anew 
flag with 50 stars waves "o'er 
the Land of the Free and the 
Home of the Brave." 

COURTESIES TO FLAG 
"~i Some ofthe basic courtesies 

rendered when displaying our 
flag: 

1. Should be displayed only 
from sunrise to sunset 

2. Should .be raised and 
lowered by band — slowly and 
with dignity 

3. Should not be allowed to 
touch the ground 

4. Take precautions to pre­
vent the flag from becoming 
soiled i 

5. Should not be used as a 
portion of a costume 

6. Never use the flag as 
drapery of any sort or recep­
tacle for hokllng or carrying 
anything 

7. When carried, the flag 
should always be 'aloft and 
free. 

One of the proper ways of 
displaying the flag at our home 
Is if, the flag is displayed 
from a staff projecting hori­
zontally or at any angle from 
the window sill, balcony or 
front of a bulMlng; the union 
of the flag should go to peak 
of the staff. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
"I pledge allegiance to the 

flag of the United States of 
America, and to the Republic 
for which it stands, one Na­
tion under God, indivisible, 
with liberty and justice for 
all." 

The two ways of saluting the 
flag are: the Military Salute; 
and the Civilian Salute, 
standing at attention with the 
right hand over or above the 
heart.
