The Planning Council 
placed improved reading as 
the top priority project on i 
district-wide basis. The 
Council said the reading 
program "needs immediate 
action". The Board-asked 
Supt. E. A. Krivacka to 
implement the program with 
the beginning of the 1976-77 
school year. 

The reading program calls 
for the hiring of a Reading 
Coordinator, a new position, 
to bring the reading pro­
grams in Eagle Lake, 
Garwood and . Sheridan 
schools, grades kindergarten 
through eight, under a 

. unified and coordinated pro­
gram. 

RICE HAS NEEDS 
The needs at Rice High 

School as noted in the 
' Council's report are discussed 
this week. 

At least seven of the needs 
determined by the Planning 
Council for Rice High School 
would require a bond issue 
and were given a "C" rating 
or "Desirable, but beyond the 
capacity of the district for the 
next five years." These 
include: Farm machinery for 
an Agricultu^e Mechanics 
L4ib; farm machinery ro be 
added to the agriculture 
curriculum together with an 
a4ditional instructorr an 

- Tnduslnal- Arts-Lab^ inere^se 
in course offerings in 
Industrial Arts (additional 
labs would be need4); &n 
Art Laborato^; construction 
of a second gymnasium at 
Rice High School for physical 
education classes; isolation 
room for discipline cases. 

The council also deter­
mined that* funds are not 
available at this time for 
replacement of manual type­
writers with electric ma­
chines in the Typing Lab; 
that the student body is too 
small to limit art enrollment 
to 15 students to a section 
and too small for a minimum 
of two premium sections of 
English per grade level. It 
was also noted that the 
student-teacher ratio is now 
below state guidelines and 
gave a "C" rating to a 
suggestion that enrollment in 
English classes be limited to 
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25 students maximum. Also 
given a "C" rtting was a 
proposal to combine junior 
high athletics at the Rice 
High campus and it Was 
noted this would cause 
transportation problems and 
lacks community support. 
Lack of space was given to a 
suggestion that sizes of 
physical education Classes be 
reduced. 

The Council rated "D" or 
"of questionable need" sug­
gestions that: (1) course 
offerings in Social Studies be 
increased to include fburth-
year premium Course; and (2f 
that track course offerings in 
Social Studies be increased to 
three levels. The Councirfelt 
the size of the student body 
did not justify considering 
these proposals. 
TOP PRIORITY PHOJECTS 

"A" ratings or "Highest 
priority and need^ immediate 
action" were given (o: (1) 
addition of ensemble to music 
dept. offerings in 1976-77; (2) 
addition of mini-courses to 
the curriculum in 1976-77; (3) 
updating of Career Education 
and Vertical Files in* the 
Media Center in 1976-77; (4) 
additional adding machines 
(2) and work tables (2) to 
Bookkeeping L)b (to be in 
1976 budget); (5) implemen­
tation of a Competency Based 
Guidance Program in 1976. 

The Council rated "B" or 
"Priority; needs attention for 
improvement or enrichment" 
the following: (1) addition of 
Choral Music in the fall of 
1977: (2) a study is being 
made to implement a 
Resource Unit under Plan A 
in the 1976 school year; (3) 
work toward an increase of 
enrollment in Language (it 
was noted a 33% gain has 
been made in enrollment for 
1976-77); (4) addition of a, 
combination unit in Home-
ing (a request has been made 
to redirect a unit to satisfy^ 
this need); and (5) addition of 
a cafeteria serving line and 
this is being considered by 
the cafeteria personnel. 

Next week the COudcil's 
report on assessment of 
needs at Sheridan .̂ and 
Garwood campuses, will be . 
discussed.
