I97.1 until last year," finite 
explained. 

"However, the newest 
estimate for 1977 is down to 
141.400.000 acres," he 
added: 

The .total number (^ 
finrns *is also expected to 
continue its downslide. from 
20S,000 farms in 1476 to 
20;.000 in l<)77. according 
to the Texas Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service. 

""The loss of farms, when 
coupled with a dip in 
acreage, carries much more 
i m p a c t . B e f o r e , the 
diminished number of total 
farms only meant that small, 
marginal operations #ere 
being absorbed by other 
farmers who were increasing 
their acreage." White said. 

"Now, however, we are 
not only anticipating that 
3.000 fanners will be going 
out 01 business; their land 
will abo • be taken out of 
production and^iB either be 

sold for residential V 
commercial development 
will lie fallow," he stated. 

"There are several reasons 
for this situation. One it that 
many Texas farmen are 
l idsing t h e i r s h i r t s , 
frodwctioa costs have gone 
up and are continuing to rise, 
while market prices have 
remained under those costs 
on most commodities. 

"Unfair tax structures for 
f a r m l a n d a r o u n d 
metropol i tan' areas are 

another cause. Inheritance 
taxes also put a big burden 
on families wiib mitfat 
otherwise keep the family 
farm operating. Many are 
Hnding it itecessary to sell 
off at least part of the 
acreage just to pay the 
inheritance taxes," White 
explained. 

While the total number of 
farms in Texas continues to 
decjine, the average size of 
each farm has risen steadily 
to the current 692 acres 
from the 435 recorded in 
1952 when records were first 
tabulated. 

Nationally, farm numben 
have decreased by 15 per 
cent during tlie past ten 
years, b«it only a four per 
cent drop was recorded in 
land in farms.

. .A beautiful illustration of 
this power is found in the 
first chapter of Mark Mark 
tells about the ministry of 
Jesus in the city of 
Capernaum. When Jesus 
went into the synaxofue on a 
sabbath day he î as met by a 
man who wa» demon 
rtmtrolled. He asserted his 
authority over this evil spint 
and a.stonished the ny>wd. 
They fully believed that evil 
spirits were beyond control. 
Jesus wanted them to know 
that he had full maatery over 
evil and that people who 
depend on kia power can he 
victorious over it also, f jiier 
in this same chapter he alao 
asserted his power over an 
illness of the mother of Simon 
Peter and over a variety of 
diseases. Sickness became a 
reality because of sin. 
However, tl is does not mean 
that any specific illness it 
brourht because of sin. Sin 
and iruilt are the source of 
many of the physica 
problems people experience. 
To make every illneas a 
punishment f<ir_»onie *in 
completaly misses what the 
Bible teaches though.
