Many beef cow producers 
MH te uae'aash suppletneatal 
feeds as protein blocks and 
liquid supplements for one 
reason they're euy to feed. 

Also, every cow has the 
opportunity lo get her share. 
Range cubes and cottonseed 
cake must be hsnd (eti. but 
there is the advantage that 
no feeding equipment is 
required. However, with 
rubes and cake sometimes 
"boss" cows eat more than 
they are entitled to. 

Such feeds as meal grain 
combinations are sometimes 
the cheapest way to provide 
thf right nutrients, but hand 
feeding in the trough every 
day is neither easy nor fair to 
each cow. 

Also, feeding meal-grain 
mixtures using salt as s 
consumption control medium 
require an additional invest 
ment of an all weather self 
feeder. The self feeder coet 
sboAld however be amortised 
among the entire cow herd 
using the feeder. Also, 
remember thst it should have 
s produrtive hfe of five or 
more years. Using this 
approach one caa readily see 
that the per cow feeder coat 
is a minimal investment 
particularly when one conai-
ders the labor it saves in 
putting out the feed and the 
improved efficiency of the 
rattle as s resuh of its use. 

.1 Fortunately there are ways 
^iround most of these 

problems. On̂  way is to fied 
larger amounts leas frequent-
ly-

For instance, let's say you 
have some dry cows which 
are receiving s pound and a 
half of cottonseed cake par 
day. That amounts to ahoot 
ten pounds per week. Iliia 
could be fed twice a week at a 
rate of live pounds per cow.

hang around the barn 
awaiting the arrival of more 
hay. cubes, etc. If one goes to 
a three times a week haying 
profn̂ m you just increase 
the amount fed so that it 
would equal the amount you 
would have been feeding on a 
daily basis. 

If you are feeding at higher 
rates (such as range cubes to 
iactating cowsl you might 
need to feed more often, 
every other day or three 
times a week. 

For meal or meal-frain 
mixes a different method is 
often desirable using salt to 
limit consumption from'self 
feeders. The basis for this 
technique is the sssumption 
that a cow will consume 
about one pound salt per day 
if it's mixed with something 
she wants. fk 

So consumption can be 
controlled by varying the salt 
content. Just decide how 
much feed you want the cow 
to eat per day. Then mix one 
pound of salt for each unit of 
feed to be consumed. For 
instance, if you want each 
cow to eat three pounds per 
day. mix one part salt to 
three parts feed by wei((ht. 

Total consumption shouM 
be about four pounds of 
which three pounas would be 
non-salt feed. 

The type of supplefnental
