This is the time of year to 
consider needed fish pond 
f e r t i l i z a t i o n . T h e Colorado 
Soil and Water Conservation 
D i s t r i c t assists landusers 
with information VoncerninR 
this fish pond management 
practice. Commercial ferttU-' 
zers are often used \at the 
purpose of controlling unde 
sirable waterweeds and to 
promote fish growth. Fert i l i 
zer w i l l cause t h e rap id 
g r o w t h of p lankton w h i r h 
helps control undesi rable 
w a t e r w e e d s 4>y i n h i b i t i n g 
penetration of sunlight and. 
thereby, shading out many 
undesirable aquatic plants. 

It also will cause rapid 
phrtoplankton bkmm tfktat 
ing microscopic plants) which 
is the starting point in the 
natural food cycle for fish. 

The nutrients required by 
these water plants are the 
same as those required by 
plants which grow in soil: 
namely, nitrogen, phosphor 
us. and potassium. To assure 
a cont inuous supply of a 
minimum amount of these 
n u t r i e n t s , sppl icat ions of 
fertilizer must be repeated. 

Make the initial application 
of (ertOizer in the spnng 
when the water temperature* 
reaches SO degrees Fahren 
he i t . U s e apDroximalel ]^, a 
r a t i o o f 10 pounds of 

n i t rogen 10 pounds of 

pho*phiiru*. and two pound* 

of potassium per surface acre. 
Continue this application at 
two week intervals until a 
ereen color is established so 
that a white object cannot be 
seen 18 inches helo* the 

water surface. Cdminue l a 
main ta in this color d u r i n g 
entire growing season until 
water temperature* decrea.se 
helow 60 deifree* FahrenhcJt. 

Ferti l izer may he applied 
by broadcast ing over the 
water surface or by pla'-mg 
whole baes around-the edge 
of the pond. These ba?s 
shoitld be S I H l » i)k>w w a r e 
action to d is t r ibu te the 
dissolved nutrients. I f plank 
ton Woom become* too heavy 

in hot weather, fertilization 

should be di«continued as thi« 
could cause fish kill resulting 
from oxvgen deficiency. 

For efficient u«e n\ feni l i 
nr. muddy water snould not 
be f e r t i l i z e d , nor should 
ponds w i t h an alrVady 
establ ished aquat i r w e e d 
problem until these weeds 
are brought under control 
with recommended chemical. 
Once under control, proper 
fertilization will help keep 
them controlled.
