"If the figures hold for that 
division mark, it is likely that 
the Rice Diatrict will be 
placed into the 2A classifies 
tion for competition begin 
ning with the 1978 79 school 
year." said Supt. Krivacka. 

He noted that this is only a 
surmise based on the division 
at the current two year 
program, and the division 
number could be changed 
either up or down when the 
league determines the num 
ber of teams which will be 
competing in each classifi-
cslion.

Are residents of Colorado 
County being over-protected 
or under-protected by the 
Food'and Drug Adm'inistra-
tion? 

Have the restrictions it hss 
placed on the distributipn and 
sale of various foods and 
d^gs that are suspected 
causes of cancer become 
unreasonable, baaed upon the 
evident^ at hand? 

The recent move to ban 
saccharin hu brought the 
matter to the fore. It ia 
creating bitter controversy. 
The FDA points out that it 
was forced to take that step 
becauae the sweetener waa 
found to cause cancer in rats. 

Many local residents, who 
have been using saccharin for 
years, because of their need 
to avoid sugar, are affected-
by the proposed ban. 

The FDA action, coming 
just prior to April, which has 
been designsted Cancer Con­
trol Month, draws attention 
to the cancer situation in 
Colorado County and in the 
rest of the country. 

LocaHy. the fignref show, 
cancer continues to be the 
second biggest cauae of 
death, with heart disease in 
first place.

Last week the Hoitse of 

Representatives enacted 
legislation aimed at removing 
the roadblocks and making 
this nation's clean water 
program workable. 

In 1972, Congress called for 
a threeyear, crash program 
to help this nation's commi|p> 
ities build bsdiy n e e d n t 
waste treatment plants. At 
the end of 1975, only tl.7 
biUion worth of the t l8 billion 
allocated was artually under 
coostrurtion. Local officials 
were fkioded with complicat­
ed forms which pfled regula­
tion upon regulation and 
stifled the basic intent of the 
program. 

After rarefid study by the 
Coagressional oversight com­
mittees and by an indepen 
dent commission, the major 
impediments to the program 
were identified and the 
House legislation is designed 
to remove them. 

The House passed bill 
corrected the confusion 
caused by a court decision 
which said that formal 
permits were needed for any 
dredging and Effiag in "afl 
waters of the United States." 
Under this broadened defiai-

tkm, the Corps of Engineers, 
which issues the permits, said 
the farmers and ranchers 
could be required to get a 
permit to plow his field, 
enlarge his stock pond or 
deepen an irrigation diteh. 
Last year, I introduced 
legislation to return the 
definition to what the 
Coagresa intended it to iier 
regidation of navigable wa­
ters used in commerce.
