Tourists Spent 

More Winter 

Time In Texas 
Even during Texas' harsh­

est winter n̂ decades, visitors 
fr6i# other climes continued 
to seek out the Lone Star 
State aa a haven from even 
more severe weather they 
left back home. 

The slate's quarterly pro­
file of aulo visitors who came 
to Texas during December. 
January and February has 
just been released ^by the 
Slate Department of High 
ways and Public Transporla 
lion. 
. The most significant differ 

^ces in thai visitor ppfile 
are related lo expenditures. . 
.how visitor * dollars were 
spanl and in what average 
amount. Data from nearly 
Iff.OOO winter quarter travel 

iparties show that their 
average expenditttres were 
higher than in any quarter of 
the previous year. 

Last wfnler the average 
aulo travel parly from out of 
state spent $52.31 per day 
while in Texas, which is six 
per cent more than average 
spending during the same 
period a year ago. The 
greatest share of that 
increase can be attributed to 
more money^ spent for 
lodging. 

Whether inclement wea-
'ther prompted less camping 
and more use of commercial 
accommodations, or whether 
lodging costs were higher. 
the average parly spent 
nearly 21 per cent more for 
lodging than did winter 
visitors a year ago. Length of 
slay increased slightly from 
8.79 to 8.99 days. 

Many other aspects of the 
statistical profile show re­
markable consistency. Last 
winter the average aulo 
visitor party drove 1.378 
miles in Texas; the winter 
before. 1.392 miles. The size 
of those parties was 2.34 
persons during the winter of 
1976'77. 2.44 persons for the 
winter of 1975 76.
