J. R. Thoina.i of Ragle I-akf 
was awarded the China War 
Memorial Medal by the 
Republic of China. The order

end of World War I I and only 
recently found. 

The Hump Pilot* Assoris 
tion is composed of more than 
2.500 sir crew members and 
supporting prrsonnrl who 
werp c n K S ^ in the war in 
the ' China Burma India 
Theatre of operation. A 
major portion of the flyinK 
provided the entire supplies 
lor the American and Chinese 
All ies and Air Force* in 
China the first time surh a 
massive airlift was ever 
attempted. Over 900 airrraft 
were lost making an ilumin 
um trail across the "Hump". 
as the Himalaya Mountains

Colorado Connty Commis­
sioners' Court will meet in a 
special session called by 
Cnunty Judge I,e«ter J . 
Cranek al 10 a.m? next 
Monday. July 18th on the 
proposed increase in the 
county tax rate by 10c. from 
80c to 90c per $100 valuation, 
with the additional ten cents 
in tax revenue to. go to the 
permanent impmvement fund 
for projects which are snrelv 
needed in this county. 

Judge Cranek proposed the 
ten cent increase after he 
gjtve the Court a jail 
investigation report made by 
the Texas Jail Standards 
Commission which listed 62 
"shall Ho" delinquencies and 
36 "should do" violations in 
the Texas Jail Standards 
Act. 

The Texas Jail Standards 
Cnmmissinn was formed by 
the 64th I,egislalure after 
three federal judges ruled 
that county jails in three 
metmpolitan areas of the 
state were inadequate and 
such rulings were upheld by 
the Supreme Court. 

The report presented by 
Judge Cranek was compiled 
following an investigation 
made June I4th hv Maurice 
Wood, an inspector for the 
commission. Tne report listed 
sixty two items that "must 
he" mrrected, and 36 others 
that should hie. Among those 
nn the "must i»e" list were: 
cells too small, not enough 
single cells, need of a 
dayroom. wider rnrridors. 
emergency opening door 
locks, audible mmmunication 
between inmate cells and the 
central nffice, belter wiring 
.ind lighting, a better pmtect 
ed visitors' ronm. a padded 
cell fnr violent prisoner*, l i t
