$275,000 in state aid for the 
19777S school year, under 
irovisions of the new School 
till passed by the 65th 

liegislature in special session 
earlier this month. 

Supt. E A. Krivacka 
anticipates that the bill's 
provisions will redoce the 
district's local fund a.ssign 
ment (or the amount to he 
raised through local taxes) by 
$200,000.00. 

Based on other provisions 
in the hill relative to 
increa.ses in teacher salaries 
and other increments, the 
district is expected to 
possibly gain another $75,000 
m state aid. Thus the funds 
coming to the diatrict 
through state aid could 
increase hy a total of around 
$275,000, giving some tm-
expected relief to local 
funding requirements. 

Supt. Krivacka noted tkat 
these figures are baxed on 
estimates from preliminary 
copies of the bill received to 
date ia his office. 

The superintendent and 
business manager Roy Mar­
shall are working on the 
l9|r7-78 budget, "hut due to 
tbe latoness in passing t V 
school bill and in making 
other adjustments due to the 
shortening of the numVr of 
required school days from 180 

to 175. tbe hudfet is not 
expected to he ready for final 
approy.il at the regular 
.August meeting as is usually 
the practice. Supt. Krivacka 
said that the buoget must he 
adopted, hy state law, hy 
August 20th. hence a special 
session of the board and 
budget hearing is anticipated 
prior to that date.

The date for the opening of 
the 1977 78 school year for 
Rice School District students 
is indefinite at this time, hut 
probably will be on Thursday. 
August 25th instead of 
August 18th as originally 
planned due to the fact that 
the .School I^egislation pas.sed 
hy the 6.5th Legi.slature in 
special session this month cut 
tne required number of school 
days from 180 to 175. 

The .school calendar adop­
ted by the Rice School 
District's hoard of education 
earlier this year called for the 
teacher in-service sessions to 
begin on Monday. August 
15th and the cla.s.ses to start 
on Thursday. August 18th. 

But when the Legislature 
adopted the shorter school 
year, they also recommended 
that the five day reduction he 
made at the beginning of the 
school year. 

In a discussion with Rice 
District officials this week, it 
is antiripated that this will V 
the recommendation of t V 
administration, hence the 
in service training probably 
will start on Monday, August 
22nd and the cla.sses on 
Thursday. August 25th. 

If such is the ca.se. the 
remainder of the school 
calendar will not be affected. 
There will be a total of ton 
in-service days as required by 
state law and 175 days of 
classes, ending on May 24th. 
Teacher in service sessions 
will continue May 25 and 26. 

The remainder of the 
school calendar will in 
elude the following holidays 
and in-service sessions: 

Monday. Sept. 5th, Labor 
Day. will he observed as a 
holiday: teachers will have an 
in-service session N o v . + H b • 
and there will be no classes 
on that date; also there will 
be an in-service session with 
no cla.sses on Nov. 18t,h so 
that teachers may atten<) the 
annual TSTA meeting. 

Thank-sgiving holidays will 
be observed Nov. 24th and 
25: and the Christmas and 
New Year's break will Vg in 
Dec. 22nd and end on 
Tuesday, Jan. 2nd. 1978 
(since Jan. 1st comes on a 
Monday). 

.Another in service ses.sion 
is planned Feb. 23 and there 
will he no clas.ses on that 
date, nor on Feb. 24th. the 
annual Spring Holiday- for 
teachers and students. 

Another in-service session, 
with no clas.ses scheduled, 
will be held March 10th and 
another March 22nd. T V 
Easter holiday break wiB 
include Mar. 23rd. 24th and 
27th, thereby giving the 
students a six-day break 
(including the in-service 
date on Mar. 22nd). 

The hoard is expected to 
take official action on the new 
revised school calendar at the-
special meeting Monday,'said 
Supt. E. A. Krivacka. 
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
