They will later begin 
to practice their faith actively 
again. Some make moral 
compromises that turn them 
against God and the church 
bipcause they know they are 
guilty of wrongdoing and do 
not want to cnange. In my 
view, the biggest problem is 
that many ofthe youth have 
never developed a faith of 
their own." 

People often accept the 
moral and spiritual convic­
tions of their parmts without 
?|uestion. Then when they 
ace any serious Questions 

they surrender their faith. 
The reaiion is simple. They 
have no personal commit 
ment. They have never 
chosen to develop an under 
standing of what the BfUe 
teaches. Ilieir borrowed faith 
has so little meaning that 

they can give it up without 
having any great personal 
trauma. Second hand religion 
does not nr)ean much to 
people., A faith becomes real 
only when a personal com­
mitment is maoe to it. 

A great general in the Old 
Testament realized this. His 
name was Joshua.** He had 
served as. the military leader* 
of his country for several 
years. The major military 
campaigns were in the past. 
The people were beginning to 
settle into a normal pattern 
of life. He recoinii7.ed tnat the 
nation needed the strength of 
God's power and the wisdom 
of God's guidjinc^i He 
realized that the people were 
being tempted to turn to the 
gods that nadbeen worshiped 
by the pagans in their 
country. Joshua called on the 
people to make a personal 
commitment of themselves to 
God. He insisted that thev 
make a personal choice as to 
whether they would serve 
God in their (uily lives. 

Most al the people res 
ponded immediately. Fre 
quently people want to 
personally dedicate their 
lives to God hut do not realize 
the necessity. Some people 
merely need to be encourag­
ed becau.se they have never 
been aware that an urgency 
existed in the matter. Joshua 
pointed out that judgment 

was certain for those who 
rejected God's love and 
forgiveness. A young man 
once said: "I developed a life 
style that left God out 
because I never realized that 
I needed him in my life. One 
day a friend told me that the 
only way my life could really 
have meaning would be for 
me to make a choice to have 
Christ as the Ma.ster of my 
li(e. Once the decision wais 
mad^~ (« do that, then the 
other things in my life began 
to come into focus." 
- Joshua called on the people 
to make-Uiis choice. After the 
commitment "had been made 
he had them construct a 
marker that would remind 
them that the decision had 
been made. There is wisdom 
in that. A .second hand faith 
will never satisfy. Even after 
we have made a commitment 
of our own. we need to nail it 
down in our thinking and 
remind ourselves of it 
freouently. Then our faith 
will not fall before any 
opposition. Instead it will 
provide daily .strength and 
guidance for living. 
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
