A strict vaccination aehed-
ule is the easiest way to 
protect «attle. Although more 
common in the tidl and 
winter, blackleg can occur 
during any season, so lack of 
immunity is the most probable 
cause. 

Vacrinations for Maekleg 
should hesin when the calf is 
three or rour months of ajte. 
Another dose of the vaccine 
should he administered when 
the animal is weaned. Calves 
kept for replacement breed­
ing stork should also be 
varrinated regardless of past 
vacrinations. 

Because the blackleg-
causing spore also causes 
malignant edenu and Black 
disease, a multivalent vaccine 
is svailaMe to protect cattle 
against all these diseases. 
The vaccine is relatively 
inexpensive, safe and potent.

What a man really believes 
determines both his conduct 
and his character. Two young 
people were talking about a 
mutual friend. One comment­
ed that the youth they were 
discussing was an active 
member of a radical group on 
the campus. The response he 
got was interesting. "Sam 
really doesn't believe what 
they teach. That group is 
getting a k>t of attention 
rirht now and he wants some 
of it. He has not let their 
beliefs influence him enough 
to change the way he lives." 
the second youth replied. He 
showed real insieht. Beliefs 
that are meaningful result in 
changed behavior. 

The Bible has always noted 
the rk>se connection between 
creed and conduct. In the 
majority of the letters 
written by the Apostle Paul 
there are two divisioiis. One 
is doctrinal. It explains the 
great truths of the Chrutian 
faith. The second divisioa is 
practical. Paul used * a con­
necting phrase or wofd 
between the two sections. 
Most frequently he used the 
word "wherefore." "Hils me­
thod is powerful hecan.se it 
makes it clear that the 
conduct that God requires is 
hased on the beliefs he wants 
us to have. Belief and 
behavior are tightly bound 
together in the fahrtc of a 
person's life. 

In each of Paul's letters he 
was careful to point out that 
Christians are to Kve as 
examples to the rest of the

world. The letter he wrote to 
a young pastor named Titus 
is characteristic. Paul focused 
his attention of various 
groups of people within the 
church ana pointed out the 
conduct that should char­
acterize them. There were 
virtues to learn and vices to 
shun for yoimg and ok). 
Parents and children needed 
to learn to Kve in line with 
the greath tnrths of their 
faith. What the people 
believed,- the way thev Hved. 
and even their thoughts and 
words were to be influenced a their relationship to 

rist. The need for this kind 
of teaching never stops. 

Paul wrote a series of 
letters while he was impri­
soned in the city of Rome. In 
several of these he lists the 
virtues that-oaght to char 
acterize the Christian. The 
Kst in the third chapter of 
Colossians reflects his teach­
ing well. Christians are to 
Kve lives that demonstrate 
the holiness of God. Compas­
sion, kindness. huminty, 
teachability, patience, under­
standing, forgiveness and 
love are among these virtues. 
They grow out of a consistent 
relationship to the living 
Christ. When we practice 
them because Christ enables 
us to do so, God's peace fills 
our Kves. God also enables us 
to live joyfully, praisin|; him 
for his constant provision of 
wisdom and strength. 

God wants us to believe the 
right things. He also wants us 
to behave in light of what we 
believe. This means that 
people need to be taught 
what God expects of them. 
Then each Cnristian should 
discipline his Kfe to demon­
strate God's control over that 
Kfe and God's love through 
that life. Christian truth mast 
he Uught through the lips 
and denmnstratcd throogh 
the life if others are to know 
that it is real for us.
