Reports On 
Budget Bills 

(By Cong. J. J. Pickle) 
The House of Representa­

tives will nend two fall days 
this weeR debating and 
voting on tha Second Budget 
Resolution for fiscal year 
1978. The First Budget 
Resolution which Congress 
passed in May set targets for 
spending and revenues and 
tne .Second Resolution, which 
must be approved by Sept. 
15, will set Binding spending 
ceilings and revenue fioors 
for the fiscal year beginning 
Oct. 1. 

I have pointed out the 
importance of this budget 
process many times over the 
past couple nf years because I 
strongly feel that it is our 
only hope for bringing federal 
spending under control and 
reduring defidt spending. 

A comparison of the First 
Resolution with the one we 
will vote on this week 
provides a good look at the 
work that Congress has done 
this year. The best news is 
that we have managed to 
trim the appropriations bills 
so that we will spend less 
money next year than the 
amount targeted in the First 
Resolution. By cutting back 
in many areas, the deficit for 
next year will be $6 billion 
less than the original esti­
mate. 

The Second Resolution 
antidpates an inflation rate of 
5.4 per cent in 1978 and 
unemployment of 6 per cent. 
I am still very concerned 
about the rate of inflation and 
I think that it is a subject 
that was too often overlooked 
in the debate on the National 
Energy Bill.
