The newly formed Colorado 
County Cities Association 
(CCCA) wasted no time fai 
introducing jtaelf to the 

County Commiasioners u it 
appeared at the court's 
regular meeting Monday 
tnomng and requested $15,-
000 ($5,000 each) to aid the 
three fire departments of the 
three incorporated eitias of 
the county: Eagle Lake, 
Columbus and Wefanar. 

The $5,000 per city funding 
wouM be added to the $2,000 
each city is receiving present­
ly-

The CCCA is basing its 
request on the fact thst over 
two-thirds of its fire depart­
ments' calls are out o\ the 
city dimits aad should be 
considered county firea, and 
therefore receive adequato 
county funding. 

Each of the cities present­
ed a detailed report of fire 
department calls. Mayor 
David KahHch of Weimar, 
president of the orgaaizatkm. 
spoke for the 11 member* 
present at the meeting and 
propoaed that the cotnl be 
remonsible for its fair ahare. 

Ahhoogh the county is now 
giving $2,000 to each of the 
three cities, which it began 
doing aix years ago. Kahlich 
contended that inflation h u 
produced a situation where 
the $2.(X)0 i* no longer an 
adequate allocation ano asked 
for an adfltiaMl $&JM» far 

ttkedUaa. 

Kahlich pointed otit that 
Weimar over the pa.st three 
years h u been called to 15 
dty fires, 64 rural fires, and 
11 srere false alarms, making 
a total of 81% fires out of the 
dty. 

Eagle Lake Mavor Ehner 
Stniss and Columbus Mayor 
Pro-tern TomGaylor. apoke 
on behalf of their cities and 
dted the expenae* and calls 
of their dtie*' fire depart­
ments. 

Stniss noted that Eagle 
Lake spends $18,000 of city 
tax iponey every year for the 
department and that total 
expenses are $25,000. He 
added that the department is
