Figures from the Texas 
Crop and Livestock Report 
ing Service show that as of 
Aug. 1 there were 9,358.000 
hundredweights (cwt.) of 
rough rice stored in all 
positions, including on-farm 
warehouses and in transit. 
This is compared to the 
12.705.000 cwt. on hand last 
year at this time. 

The figures also show 
1.177.000 cwt. of milled rice 
in storage in all positions. 

Colorado County, one of 
the top rice producing coun­
ties in the state, supplied 9.3 
per cent of Texas' total 
production last year."
