The annals of missionary 
history toll outstanding stor­
ies of God's presence and 
protection of those who have 
gone out to distant places to 
preach . the GospeL^'eople 
nave learned throu^exper-
ience that God's presence is 
evenfwhere. They know that 
people with strong faith in 
Chnst will be able to depend 
on God to siuCain them in 
times of need. They have also 
learned that God's presence 

.empowers them to face the 
worst of circumstanqes in life. 

Daniel's history reminds us 
of incidences in which God 
deliveiW his people. In the 
case of the dekverance of the 
three young people from the 
fire, you fina an intoresting 
insight. Thev dedsred that 
whether Go^ saved them or 
liot w a r uiuMportant. They 
declared that their r e ^ n s i -
bility -wks to be faithrul to 
God. Then they knew that 
God would either sustain 
them or deliver them. They 
could accept either. Daniel's 
experience did not find a 
similar announcement. You 
do learn that he was not 
frightened by either the law 
or the conseouences of it. He 
felt that disobedience to God 
was far worse than death. 
God's presence does not 
depend on whether a person 
is rescued. God can be just aa 
present when a person 
suffers or dies. He does offer 
deliverance and health. That 
is not the only evidence of his 

'presence though. Those who 
know God are assured that he 
is present and concerned for 
them no mattor what circum­
stances life sends to us.
