that good and some acreage 
will revert from the beans to 
rice. 

^ far as consumption 
IbrecasU. Dr. Black said that 
domeatic consumption is 
expected to continue a slight 
rise . from 7.6 pounds per 
capita per year; and that worl4 
consumption is expected to 
continue to increase. 

Low wheat prices, a larger 
crop that will add to the 
surplus which already exists 
and the possibility of another 
good world crop (the 1977 
world rice crop, w u the 
second best ever), are 
expected to be stabilizing 
fartors in determining the 
prices paid for rice in 1978. 

The speaker forecast an 
opening market price higher 
than that paid in 1977 for the 
1978 crop, but- meets the 
prices to drop u the season 
progresses. His estimate for 
the average to be paid for 
rice, on a national average 
wUl be from $8.25 to $9lo' 
per cWt. It w u pointed oiit 
however that this national 
average includes . prices 
paid Tor short grain rices, 
while this area produces 
nothing but a higher quality 
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investadin bng grain rice.
