There is something wrong r 

with the system when a . 
farmer has to sell hishouse to 
pay for a tractor. Ther« t T ' 
something wronr with the 
system when a farmer can't 
make enough money to pay 
the interest on his loans, let 
alone the principle. There is 
something wrong with the 
system wW) farmers from all 
vni the country have to 
come to Washington and 
refuse to plant another acre. 

This past week, about 5.000 
fanners descended upon 
Washington to plead their 
case for 100 per cent parity 
and a lot of inem came from 
Central Texas. I thought t^ev 

f)resented their case ntreeful-
y and reasonably. 

However, it remains to be 
seen whether they can get 
guaranteed 100 per cent 
parity. It seems that the 
plight of the farmer is 

. something that most dty 
folks don I understand. 

I know that some of the
