iPLSr. Seed type graases 
may be planted by uaing 
^ass drills or by broadcaat 
ing the seed. When the seeds 
are planted by the broadcast 
method, it is suggested thst a 
cultipacker or tome type 
roller be used to incorporate 
the seeds into the soil. 

Younr grass pisnts need to 
be fertilized during the first 
year of growth so that they 
may become established 
quickly.
