The lite Dewey Coihp-
ton once wrote that 
potted poipsettia plants 
can he madd {o Uooih for 
another season if the 
following procedure ̂ ir' 
used: 

Keep potted plants in a 
cool room of not more 
than 70 degrees, and 
water when the soil is 
dry to the touch. They 
wUl keep thjsi; color into 
February. When you 
water be sure the water 
in the saucer is discard­
ed. A loss of groen 
foliage is a sign that the 
room is too hot. 

When the red leaves. 
or bracts, drop off. take 
your plant outside and let 
it rest for a month, 
withholding water. 

In Apr(| cut off the top 
so there is about six 
inches of stems and three 
leaves. Water regularly 
and fertilize about every 
two weeks with a house 
plant food. Either sink 
the pot in an outdoor bed 
or by a bright window. 

In July or August, 
pinch back the top-most 
growth to make the plant 
bushy. 

About the first of 
October, stick your plant 
in a dark closet for about 
14 hours a day until color 
begins to show which is 
usually about the first 
week in December. At 
this time, bring the plant 
into full light. By Christ 
mas, it shoukl be in 
beautiful bloom again. R^ 
ported by Eagle Lake Gar 
den Club reporter.

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Foirtrot Problem? 
In Cattle -

With increased muddy 
conditions on farms and 
ranches due to the winter 
weather, footrot becomes 
a problem in .cattle. 

All breeds are suscep­
tible and the disease can 
affect cattle on pasture 
as well as in confinement 
lots. Tissue-destroying 
footrot is caused by an 
anaerobic germ, which 
means it lives in the 
absence of oxygen. The 
germ thrives in wet, dark 
places such as mud and 
wet manure.-

Early detection and 
treatment are important. 
The germ enters foot

tissue through small cuts 
or bruises, then multi­
plies under the skin and 
in outer tissues. Other 
organisms can thenjpiova 
into the wound ,and 
increase the infection. 

Lameness is usually 
the first s i p of footrot. 
The foot may show little 
more than a reddening 
and swelling of the skin 
between the claw or at 
the uppervborder of the 
hoof. But touching the 
infected part can cause 
the animal intense pain. 
Infected cattle lose 
weight when their feet 
get sore enough to 
interfere with their 
movement to get feed. 

Under wet conditions 
when footrot is actively 

spreading, it is recom­
mended to isolate infect­
ed cattle and mass-treat 
the entire group with 
antibiotics br snifa drugs. 
Tetracycline antibiotics 
m»y be ad6bu vo Seed, 
sulfa drugs put in 
drinking water, or a

Copper sulphate loot 
baths will- help control 
the disease. This can be 
done by spreading a 
l-to-20 mixture of pow­
dered copper sulpRate
